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At thestime when Smith O'Brien and his
followere were skirmishiog with the police at
Ballingarry, there was smong the insurgents
a young man pamod James Stephena,
Stephens was at that -time-about 24 years
eld. He was born _in Kilkenny in 1824, of
compnta.tivslv humble - parenta, who were
able, however, to give theirson a good educa,
tien, of which he availed himself to the
ntmost, His mathematicalitastes led him to
devote himself to engineering ; and in his
20th yesar he obtained an appointment on the’
Limerlck. and Waterford Railway, whieh
wag then being conatructed. When
$he railway was completed he was thrown
eut of work for a while, and he
eame to Dublin to find occupation. The
Young Ireland movement was in fall swing at
ghe time, and it scon drew the gifted young
eugineer into ta charmed circle. Stephens
was a olever yunnf man, an ardent National-
in$, enger, like all the Young Irelanders, to
esnguer or to die for his native country. He
eame very near to dying Iz that brush with
the polloe at Ballingurry. From the cottage
in which they bad taken refuge the police
were firing as fast as they could apon their
beeiegers, and one of thelr bullets found its
Mllet in James Stephens’ body. He fell,
rolled Behind a hedge, and was left there,
either unnoticed or regarded as dead, after
Smith O'Brien and his party had dispersed,
and the police had leit the farm-house.
A few days later paragraphs in thr
newspspers announced to all that were
interested that James Stephens was
dead and buried, *¢ Pooy Jumes Stephens,”
20 one paragraph ran, * who followed Smith
O'Brisn to the field, has died of the wound
whieh he received at Ballingarry while act-
iag as side-de-camp to the insurgent leader.
Mr. 8tephens waa a very amiable and, apart
frem politios, most inoff:nsive young mao.

ssessed of a great deal of talent, and we
::liava he was a most excellent son and
brother. His untimely and melancholy fate
will be much regretted by a numerous circle
of friends.” Stephens’ family and his friend»
took good care to support by every means
in sheir power the story of his death
Xt would have been well for the English
Government if the Ballingsrry bullet hac
beem surer in its aim, and if the
mowspaper paragraph  bad  been true
Bab the news wus not trae. Stephens lay for
some time where he had falien. When he
found hlraelf alone, he bandaged his wouud
as best ho conld, exchanged clothes with u
peasant; and after an interview with his sweet-
heart, which dangerously jeopardised hi-
aafety, sought hiding in the mountaina, In
the merntains he fonnd & companion in mis
fortune, sovking, like himself, shelter from
the harsh pursnit of the tiw. This was
Michaol Doheny, the gifted child of the

t race, the elecquent speaker and
anseifieh patrios. The Hue and (ry of the
day, which has lefs us so many grotesque,
and some life.like portraits of men who
were wanted by the police, becauee
they were Irishmen snd enemies of the
foreign dominion, thus describes Stephens's
sompanion ; ** Michael John Doheny, barris
ter, age ahont forty, height five feet eight
inches, sandy bair, grey eyes, coarse yed face
Nke that of & man given to drink, high cheek
benes, wante several « £ his teeth, verv vulgar
appearauce, peculiar, coarse, upplensant
voice, small red whiskers, dresses respec-
sahly.” Doheny has left on record, in bis
faseinating ** Felon’s Truck,” the atrange
stury of the six weeks of sdventures and saf-
feringr and privations which heand Stephens
shared together while they were in hiding
In sumshine and storm, along sides of
mountaing, and ucross the cold courses of
monusain torrents, throogh thick woods, and
on bleszk hill gides, the refugees made thei:
desperato  wiy. Sometimes they were
pureued hy the police ; sometimes, though
raraly, they tan the risk of being delivered
up to their enemivs ; sometimes they en.
sountered cold louks from those who shonld
have been their friends ; but more often they
found welcome and shelter and sustensnce
from the peasantry whom they boped to
ormnncipate. Tho courage of the two men
uewer fur o moment deserted them through
the whole time when, in Doheny’s expressive
phrase, they were under the shuffow of the
gibbet. Doheny was alwaya reudy whenever
they sat and rested to write glowing verses.
Stephen's mind wos ever fertile in the for
mation of plans cither for the furtherance of
their own escope or for the purpose of kid-
napping Lord John Ruasell.

Onae, and ouce only, according to Doheny,
did the courage of James Stephens seem
likely to give way. This was when he learn-
od that the woman to whom he was devoted
was no lopger true to him. But he rallied
even aguinet this stroke; his love for the
eawse and the couniry to which he had vowed
bimself was able to dwarf and conguer all
other emotions, and he seon shook off the sick
mood of derpondency in which he had declured
himself unwilling to make apy furtber
efforts to sccure his safety. When the little
plan for carrying ofil Eari Russell was baffied
by the Primce Mipister’s unexpected depar-
ture, Stephens left Ircland in disgeise, and
made hia wsy ncross England to France. In
Paris he wae joined soma lictle time later by
Doheny, who had left Irelend about a weels
after the departure of Stephens, and who
made his way with more difficulty across
Epglapd. The two were shortly rein-
forced by the arrival ef a third Young

Irelander, Jokn (’Mahony. O'Mahony
had lingered in Icoland for a consider-
able time after the failure of Smith

O'Brien's rising. - He commauded a copsider-
able Lody of men und had control of some
arme, und for & time be and bis followers
lurked among the mountaing, hoping that
something might yet happen to speed the in-
garrection to success. Jiut nothing did lmp-ef
pen,  O'Mahony Lecame convirced that for
the time the revolution was over, he dismissed
his guerilla army to drift to all the points of
the compnss, and mude the best of hies wuy to
Puris, Thers he and Stephens remaived for
gome years, Doheny had gone to the United
States 10 make his way asa journulist and
bariister, wnd (o foeter by all means in his
power the National cause. :
It must not be supposed that all mecoet

phens was finding welcome and sympathy,
and o name for his orgawzetion at the hands
of the Skibbereen Literdry Society, another
distinguisber Vrish rehel had returned to his
oative land. n 1857 Mr. William Smith
O'Brien was ailowsad to return to Irelana
ouder an unconditional amnesty. He had
neen for some time set free {rom absolut~
imprisonment ; bot it was only now that per-
mission to return to his own country was
accorded to hm.

The English Gevernment, whichk seldom
does any gracicus aot except by halves,

allowed Smith O'Brien to breathe his n: tive
air without fear of arrest ag8 a felon; bLug 1t
refused to allow him the rank and title
which were his rishts, as the brother or
Lord Inchiquin. Swinith O'Brien, we may
fuel pure, cared very little for any honors of
which the British Government wasable to
deprive him. The honor of a place of fore

most affection in the hearts and minds o
his countrymen the Guvernment could not

tnke away. In the dead calm which seemed
w0 come over Irish life, something like a
ripple was produced in the return home of
» Young Ireland feader. There were enthu

ajustic demonstrations in his honor, and he
was esrnestly entreated to once again Tepre-

sent so Irish constituency in the English
Porliament. This, however, Smith O’Brien
refused to do. The hright hepes of teo
years carlier had faded away. He wus nor
iess national than ho had been, but ho was
less sanguine of immediate success, and he
was moat un +illing to retarn to any active
porsoual purk in the cause. His interest in,
and his wifection for the country and the
cause was as deep as ever; and in’'38 he
mudo a tour of Ireland, in which ho wus re.
coived with enthusinsm wherever ho went,
and in tho course of which he niade anim-
postunt speech on ground which was histaric
gronnd for him. At Cloomel, where he and
g0 many of his companions had been tried
und gentenced to desth, he was presented
with nn address; and ke made a reply to
the address which was fall of a snd and
lenient dignity and courage. He spole sor-
rowfully of 48 and its failure; but he
declared that he was as devoted now as he
bud been then te the principles which had
led bim to risk his life with the lives of his
friend and fullowers in biss country'’s cause.
The specch nsturally created much interest ;
and it provoked an article in the London
Y'imes, which was in its way a masterpiece of
political fnlly, and of that curious misappre-
ciation of faots, that lack of bhistorical
insight, which bas always been the chief
characteristic of English jourmalisn in its
speculations on Irish atfairs. The Times was
pleased to be somewhat scornfnlly umused
over the utterancees of the returned rebel, It
pointed exultingly to the wabsolute peace,

runquility, and  contentment of  Ire-
land ; ond it scoffingly  assured
Smith O'Brienr, and such few pursons

as symputhized with him, thst the duys of
rehels, and agitation, and conspiracy, in [re-
land were over, for good and all. At this
{ime when these weighty words were being
penned, ot this time when the Epglish press
was 80 copfident thut order reigned in Ire-
land, the Irish Executive was prepuring to
muke n descent upon a formidable sscret
conspiracy which had been brought to its ne-
tice, and which was to be the paventof
conspiracy ten times more formidable than
