Proposed conditions of a new contract
between the City and the Mont-
real Light Heat and Power Co.

Reports from both the Majority and Minority of the Special
Committee appointed the 5th of July 1906.

I—Report of the majority

70 THE CITY OF MONTREAL:

The Special Committee appointed on the 5th day of July,
1906 with instructions to negotnate with the Montreal
Light, Heat & Power Company'u'x regard :to_a new confract
for the supply of gas and electricity to the City of Montreal,
and to the ecitizens, has the honor to report:—

That the present contract for the supply of gas was pass-
ed on the 15th November 1895, and was made for the period
of ten (10) years from th_e 1st of_ May of that year, but sub-
ject to renewal for a period of five years thereafter should
the City fail to exercise an option of purchase which is
contained in the contract.

That there have been negotiations with the Montreal
Light, Heat & Power Company since the 1Gt.h of August,
1904, on which date a sub-committee of the Fire and Light
Committee was named. This sub-committee, up to the
month of October, 1904, endeavored to obtain an offer from
the Company, but without result.

That, on the 17th October, 1904, a copy of a resolution of
Council was sent to the (‘,om_pany offering a renewal of the
contract for five (5) years, trom_the 1st of May, 1910, pro-
vided the prices were reduced from and after the 1st of
May 1905, as follows: $1.00 per 1,000 cuplc feet, for light-
ing. 80c. per 1,000 cubic_ feet, f_or cooking; and 60c. per
1,00'0 cubic feet, for heating, which offer was refused.

That during the year 1405, the Council aipp(’in‘ted-experts
to prepare an estimate of cost for a municipal plant, and
also to report upon the cost of gas. These reports were re-
;eived by Council; several suggestions were made, but no
definite action was taken by Council until the appointing
of your Committee.

That your Committee first met, and after considering the
present contract existing between the City and the Com-
pany, and the various suggestions which have been made
in tixe City Council, arranged for a meeting with the direc-

tors of the Company.

That the existing gas contract does not e{(pire until 1‘910,
and after that date the Company has the right to continue
its operations, both for the supply of gas and electricity in
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
