In the definition of minor processing, delete subparagraphs (h) and (i).

Add, afler the definition for production, the following definition:

repafr mean the adjstmnent of a machine, instrument electrical device or other
article including replacing or refltting parts to restore the article to its, original
operating condition;

Paragraph 4 - Delete subparagraphs (a), (b) and (c) and replace with the following:

(a) the agreenment by the Parties on the method of veriflcation by a
custorns administration that a good bas undergone no further
production other than minor processing i the territozy of a non-Party
referred to i Article 3.5(l)(c) or that any processing that occurs in the
territory of that non-Party with respect to that good does not increase
the transaction value of the good by greater than ten percent, based on
the principles of Article 5.6;

(b) the establishment by the Parties of a Declaration of Minor Processing
for the purpose of certifying that the good bas undergone no further
production other than nunor processing in the territory of a non-Party
referred to in Article 3.5(lX(c) or that any processing that occurs in the
torritoxy of that non-Party with respect to tbat good does flot increase
the transaction value of the good by greater than ten percent; and

(c) the establishmnent by the Parties of an obligation regarding the
completion of the Declaration of Minor Processing and the obligations
regardig importations, exportations and rocord-keeping with regard to
a good that undergocu niinor processing or any processing that does
not icrease the transaction value of the gooti by greater than ten
percent, as referred to in Article 3.5(1)(c), based on the principles set
out in Articles 5.1 to 5.5.

Add, îommediately affer paragraph 8, the foilowing:

9. The Parties wiII no later than January 1, 2005, review the application of
Article 3.5(1 Xc) to take ito account cbanged circunistances, such as
tecbnological advances or changes in market conditions with respect to
iternational trade in textiles.
