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Mr. Senn, from the Select Standing Committee on Agriculture and Coloni-
zation, presented the Fifth Report of the said Committee, which is as follows:-

Ordered,-That the Report of the Committee on Grain Standards

for the crop year 1931-32, insofar as it relates ta Garnet Wheat be
referred ta the said Committee, with instructions that the whole subject
be inquired into carefully and that the said Committee shaîl have power
to cali for witnesses, papers and documents and to report to the Huse
its findings.

Your Committee in view of the evidence presented before them a printed
copy of which is herewith presented to the House, present the following recom-
mendations.

Your Committee recommend that the Canada Grain Act be amended ta
make, operative for the crop year 1933-34, the recommendation of the Western
Grain Standards Board, insofar as it relates ta the grading of Garnet Wheat
as contained in the Annual Report of the Board of Grain Commissioners for
Canada for the year 1931. Provided that the said amendment shaîl have force
and effect for the crop year 1933-34, unless the said Board shaîl, after giving
due consideration ta the evidence given before your Committee and conditions
then existing, establish standards for the grading of Garnet Wheat for the said
crop year, different from the standards recommended by the said Report of
1931.

Your Committee further recommend that one thousand copies of this Report
and the evidence on which it is based be printed in Blue Book form for distribu-
tion ta the Growers of Garnet Wheat so that they may be more fully advised of
the intended change in the Canada Grain Act.
