By unanimous consent, the House resolved itself into Committee of the
Whole to consider Bill S-38, An Act to incorporate the Evangelical Covenant
Church of Canada, which was reported without amendment, read the third time
and passed.

That in the event of Mr. Speaker being unable to act owing to illness
or other cause, the Deputy Speaker shall act in his stead for the purpose of
this order.

A Message was received from the Honourable Emmett M. Hall, Puisne
Judge of the Supreme Court of Canada, in his capacity as Deputy to His Excel-
lency the Governor General, desiring the immediate attendance of the House in
the Senate Chamber.
