respect te tihe produce cf the field, live stock,
fruits aud the like which coustitute the major
part of aur expart trade, these are ail cern-
modities which cau be reproduced from year
ta year and which require only the guidance cf
a department of the goverument ta preserve
ini ever-încreasing amaunt what ta-day is taking
place in the way cf exportation. Turning
from agriculture to the f orests, we have lu
tii country an extent of timber area, a
quantity of timber unparallelled by that of
any other country in the world, excepting pos-
sibly Russia and Siberia conibiued. We have
net begun even ta estimate ta the fuit extent
the timber resourees of Canada; but the
timber reso-urces, by a earefifi ýsystem of cou-
servation, and reforestation, may be main-
tained despite the large exportation, and, as
my hon. friend kuows, the provincial goveru-
mente which have inost te do with the foresta
have combined with the federal goverument, in
providing measures cf conservation which will
help ta preserve the f orests ta future gener-
ations.

We have the largest figheries in the world
and there again the problein is one net so
mucli of restricting exportation as cf an
effective and successful conservation.

As regards minerals eue miglit ýalmost say
that the -total potential production of aur
mrneral resourees is as yet completely un-
kno'wn. I wonder what the people of Great
Britaîn wou.ld not give to-day if tihey found
it possi.ble ta continue the -expert of coal, the
basic ra'w material from which England lias
derived such revenues in pat years. Great
Britain -is in her present st-ate of depression.
largely because she lias lost the market
she had for eue cf hier essential raw materials.
W-e are in the preseut happy position of pros-
perity by reason cf the fact that we have been
discovering ever wider and wider markets for
th-ose products in the production of whicb we
have a natural advantage.

I noticed, by the way, that wheu my fion.
friend was in Nova Scotia in the course of bis
campaign there in the summer, lie did net
hold as steadily ta bhis doctrine about xiot ex-
porting raw materials -as lie sometimee does.
His speeches there seemed to, be suited to the
locality even more than to the general prin-
ciple which.h li as been laying dowu. Re
happened to be in a certain community at
the moment at which the United States lm-
posed a tax upon gypsim, and my hion. frieud
.protested te the community that the 'United
States were always iinposiug taxes on corn-
modities going into thiat country, that they
in Nova Scatia were being deprived of their
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rightful mnarket and that they ouglit to pro-
test against that sort of action en the part of
a foreign country. Yet this gypsumn is just
a raw material of the very kind te the ex-
portation of which my hion. friend lias been
taking strong objection.

Mr. BENNf': My hon. friend dc not
have that quite oight. 1 said that we should
not continue to trade with a country by send-
ing them sixty-six cents out of every dollar's
worth of aur purchases, if they dedlined to buy
froin us, and I instanced gypsum as the last
item of their policy.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: May I alaco say
that at, the sanie time the government of
Nova Scotia which, xy hon. friend was in-
directly assisting or attempting to assist at the
time, sent t'hrough its Minister of Mines a
communication ta the Minister of Trade and
Commerce and the Minister cf Finance of
this government urging very strongly that rep-
resentations should be made ta, the United
States ta withdraw or ta lower the duty and
se, make po2sib1e the continued export of the
raw material gypsum into that country.

No, Mr. Speaker, when it cornes te, the
question af the expert of raw materials, oee
bas to take into account the stage of a coun-
try's development. Every country goes
through. certain marked. stages of development
in its industrial li e. A new country naturally
begins with the exportatian ini larger percent,
aýge of its raw materials thaxi of its finished
geods, but little by littie, as these raw mna-
ternais exported bring back ta the country the
purchasing power for oliher commodities pro-
duced or manufactured within the cou'ntry,
that pbrchasing pawer is used for the devel-
opinent of new or grawing industries. And
so a damestic industry is built up, not by
erecting a Chinese wall around the entire
nation to prevent the exportation of any of
its produets, as would be the outeome of the
doctrine of protection if carried to its logical
conclusion, but by perxnitting ini the first
place a large exportation of raw materials af
which the country has a surplus and with the
puréhasiug power *hich carnes from the sale
of those materials, developing more and more
within the country itself th,, industries inta
whicdh thase raw inaterials may enter. IY we
wish to build up in Canada, as we do, and as
we are doing, an increasing manufacturing in-
duWtry, the moot effective way to do it is ini
the lirst place to put our people in a position
where their money cau be invested in indus-
try, and that can be done by selling in as large
quantities as possible the praducts of the
country in tihe producing of which we have a
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
