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a plan to take themi further out of the siough
of despond and give tiiein grcatcr opportuni-
tics for expansion, Mr. Lloyd George shouid
see fit to refer to tariffs in the terms in whjch
he did. 1 shall just read the extract as
reported in the Ottawa Citizen of January 18,
1935, in these words:

Since Britain now had tariffs he would use
thxem ruthlessly as a mieans of inducing reinoval
of or at least reductions in trading difficulties
with other countries, said Lloyd George.

There is the considercd judgment of an
eider statesman, a Liberai statesman. Wby
lias he ehangcd bis viexvpoint? Because he
saw ail about bima throughout the world
tariff barricrs, and ho w-as going to use this
instrument for thc purpose of effecting the
prosperity of bis people. Is there anynne
xvîthin the sound of my voire to-niglbt who
does not know that bad we not taken the
action we did in 1930 wo wouid not now be
in a position to negotiate with our great
neigbbour? Everybody knows that that is so,
and what is more, bad we nt done it, we
eould not biave remained a solvent people. I
shahl elaborate that statement because, in
view of the observations made this afternoon,
I think it is desirabie that 1 shouid do so.

On motion of Mr. Bennett tbe debate was
adj ourned.

(Leader of the Opposition): May I ask the
Prime Minister if ho is in a position to advise
tbe house as to xvben the royal commission on
prico spreads and mass buving is likely to con-
clude its proceedings and how soon the bouse
may expeet to receive its report? I think tbe
Prime 1\linister xviii agree that if there is
legisiation to be based upon the report the
bouse should bave it as soon as possible.

Right Hon. R. B. BENNETT (Prime Minis-
ter) : Mr. Speaker, the governiment bas no con-
trol over the price spreads commission nor bas
it sought in any way to limit or restriet its
operations or to suggcst to it the course of
action it sbould pursue. 1 was last advised
that the commission was endeavouring to close

its business bv flie date of tbe opening of the
bouse. Tbat bowex er w-as impossible. My
last information xvas that thoy wore now
endeavouring xxitb every expodition to pro-
pare a report for submission not to this bouse
but, as it will be recalled, to the Minister of
Trade and Comminerce (Mr. Hanson). By that
minister tbe report wili ho laid upon the table
of the bouse.

I quite agree w ith what the rigbt bon. gon-
tlimun bas said as to the dosirabiiity of having
tbe report concluded as soon as possible in
order that the governmnent may take cogni-
zance of its contents, and detormino to wbat
extent legiýsiation may ho introduced founded
upon the recomrnendat ions that arce oade.
But 1 believe for the saine reasons the right
bon, gentleman xviii realizo it xxould flot ho
proper for the gos eroment to indicate to the
commission bow or wh1wn it shlîd determine
its iîearing, but that we shoiîld rather leave it
to tbe discretion of the commission as to the
manner in which it xxould discharge its duties.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: I agree w i(h the
Prine I\inister in bis conciding renuarks.
Ho xviii observe bowev or that aIl I wisbesl to
know xvas wbetber or not it wouid be possible
for him to ascertain from the commission
wlien it migbt ho in a position to report so
tbat w-e înaa ho gîîided in our actions accord-
îngiy.
