SPEECH BY TRADE MINISTER ON FOREIGN
INVESTMENT IN CANADA

On the orders of the day:
Right Hon. J. G. Diefenbaker (Leader of

the Opposition): I wish to take this opportuni-
ty to ask the Minister of Trade and Com-
merce, after his pilgrimage to San Francisco
where his enunciation of policy with regard
to foreign investment in Canada took place,
whether a copy of his speech and the senti-
ments contained therein was made available
to his colleague the senior Minister without
Portfolio. Would he also let the house in on
the secret as to how his particular views, so
different from those held by the chairman of
that committee, the Minister without Port-
folio, will be presented to the committee?

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. I doubt that
the second part of the question is in order. I
think this will have to remain a secret for a
while yet.

Mr. Diefenbaker: Is parliament to be de-
nied the information that was propagated in
San Francisco? We have the right to know it.
Why is a different story told in San Francisco
than in Canada?

Hon. Robert Winters (Minister of Trade and
Commerce): May I say a word in reply?

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. Perhaps the
minister may be allowed to answer the ques-
tion.

Mr. Winters: I simply wish to report that I
had a very good and in many ways I think a
successful visit to San Francisco and Los
Angeles. I heard from the business communi-
ty there many expressions of confidence in
the policies of the Canadian government. I
wish to assure the right hon. gentleman that
copies of my speech were made available to
my colleagues before I delivered it, and I
understand that the distribution of the speech
was even wider than that.

Mr. Diefenbaker: I would ask the minister
this. Which is the policy? Is it the policy
enunciated by him, or that declared by the
one recently returned to the cabinet ranks?
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
