An hon. Memnber: That is a good word.

An hon. Memnber: Wby did you flot say "indicted"?

Mr. Trudeau: -as I indicated earlier in tbe House. The
Minister of the Environment is responsible for bis aspect
of tbe question. The Minister of Indian Aff airs and North-
ern Development, who of course would bave jurisdiction
for tbe terrîtories, is involved, and of course so is the
Minister of Energy, Mines and Resources. Tbey bave
formed a committee and tbe spokesman, depending on the
particular aspect of tbe subject, will be one of tbose three
ministers and, if tbere is any doubt, it will be myseif.

Mr. McKinnon: Mr. Speaker, I tbank tbe Prime Minis-
ter but perbaps be could clarif y it a little bit for the
benefit of the House and the nation. Does the government
f eel tbat the National Energy Board as currently con-
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
