CANADA'S ABSTENTION FROM UN VOTE CONCERNING
PALESTINIAN LIBERATION ORGANIZATION REQUEST FOR

UNANIMOUS CONSENT TO MOVE MOTION

Right Hart. J. G. Diefenbaker (Prince Albert). Mr.
Speaker, I rise under the provisions of Standing Order 43
on a matter of urgent and pressing necessity concerning
the abstention by Canada's representatives on the resolu-
tion under which the Palestinian Liberation Organization
was granted the right to participate in a special General
Assembly debate on the Middle East in November.

Because of the government's lack of courage and ter-
giversation, and without having brought the matter bef ore
the House of Commons for consideration, Canada has been
placed by its abstention in a position of being against the
state of Israel whose people have suffered so terribly for
many months f rom the ruthless guerilla attacks of the
PLO. I would therefore move:

That this question be placed immediately before the Standing Com-

mittee on External Affairs and National Defence.

Mr. Speaker: The House has heard the termis of the
motion being proposed pursuant to Standing Order 43. It
cannot be debated without the unanimous consent of the
House. Is there unanimous consent?

SUGGESTED LOWERING 0F INTEREST RATES-REQUEST FOR
UNANIMOUS CONSENT TO MOVE MOTION

Mr. Léonel Beaudoin (Richmnond): Mr. Speaker, under
Standing Order 43, I ask the unanimous consent of the
House to discuss an important and urgent issue.

Owing to the frightening reduction of investments in
the Canadian economy as a resuit of overly high interest
rates on short and long-term mortgages in Canadian
banks, I move, seconded by the hon. member for Belle-
chasse (Mr. Lambert):

That the government consider the opportunity of asking the Bank of
Canada to reduce gradually its interest and prime rates to chartered
banks, in order that those hanks may aise aet accordingly and reduce
