EXTRA BILLING BY PHYSICIANS-MOTION LJNDER S.0. 43

Wbereas the
Alberta government refuses to end extra billing by physicians
and therefore gives its blessing to the 37 per cent of Alberta
doctors wbo extra bill their patients; whereas Premier Davis of
Ontario merely muses publicly about the unacceptability of
extra billing but refuses to take any measures wbatsoever to
end the practice; and wbereas former Justice Emmett Hall in
bis review of our medicare system bas said that extra billing by
pbysicians inbibits reasonable access to services and is con-
trary to the intent and purpose of the act, 1 move, seconded by
the bon. member for Winnipeg Nortb Centre (Mr. Knowles):

That this House direct the Minister of National I-ealth and Welfare to ensure
that the federal government, in her own words, -re-establish control of the
medicare program", as she argued so passionately during ber brief period of
exile front her department. or state categorically that she is content tu let the
practice of extra billing continue in order that a two-tier health care system can
rise from the ashes of what was once a program in which Canadians had
confidence.
