These grants have served to fund various demonstration
projects, training projects, as well as the developmient of family
planning services in Quebec's local centres for community
services.

Funds for the development of family planning services were
not paid directly to the treasuries of provincial or territorial
governments, but to the relevant departments administering
the funds. As well, some of the funds provided to the provinces
through the Established Programs Financing Act and the
Canada Assistance Plan may have been directed towards the
development of family planning services, however, no specific
amounts can be determined from these fiscal arrangements.
