DIVORCE ACT
MEASURE TO AMEND

Hon. John C. Crosbie (Minister of Justice and Attorney
General of Canada) moved that Bill C-46, an Act to amend
the Divorce Act, as reported (without amendment) from the
Standing Committee on Justice and Legal Affairs, be con-
curred in.
