Resuming the debate on the motion of the Honourable
Senator Lynch-Staunton, seconded by the Honourable

Senator Bolduc, for the third reading of Bill C-76, An
Act to amend certain statutes to implement certain fiscal
provisions of the budget tabled in Parliament on
February 25, 1992,

And on the motion in amendment of the Hlonourable
Senator Perrault, P.C., seconded by the Honourable
Senator Robichaud, P.C., that Bull C-76 be amended by
deleting Clauses 2 and 3 at pages 1 and 2, Clauses 4, 5, 6
and 7 at pages 2 and 3, Clause 8 at pages 4, 5, 6 and 7
and Clauses 9 and 10 at pages 7 and 8.

Hon. M. Lorne Bonneil: Honourable senators, 1 fear that
the consequences of passing Bill C-76 are serious and
therefore I ask ail members of the Senate to vote against it. I
wish to limit my comments to Uic effects this bill would have
on thc Canada Student Loans Program.

The government continues to cut federal support for
post-secondary education. I believe Uiat Uiese cuts and the
government's failure to provide Uic necessary leadership on
issues of human resource development have resulted in a
deepening crisis in Canada's educational systeni and in the
economy as a whole.

Financial assistance for students is made up of a
combination of a Canada student loan and a provincial or
territorial loan, grant or bursary, and scholarships. Eligibility
for boans, grants and bursaries is need-based and ahi boans
must be repaid with interest over nine and a haîf years.
Scholarships are awarded sobeby based on menit. This
decentralization has resulted in 12 very différent aid packages
being offered to students, thus creating inequalities from
region to region.

I draw your attention to Uic report of Uic Standing Senate
Committee on National Finance entitled "Federal Policy on
Post-Secondary Education" released in March 1987. With
regard to Uic issue of student aid, it says on page 73:

It would appear from Uic testimony we heard that Uic
only issue in this area upon which there was agreement
was Uiat any changes in fees would have implications for
student aid. This is an area which needs a full review.
Students receiving both federal and provincial student
assistance are not being treated equably; Uic grant portion
in some provinces is considerabby more generous than in
others. This has an impact on student mobility. The
Committee believes that in view of the substantial
federal involvement under Uic Canada Student Loans
Program, there is an urgent need for a parliamentary
review of student assistance in Canada, and that such a
study shoubd examine Uic question of Uic proper robes of
the two levels of govemrment in this area.
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
