George Simmons Called Go
- Companions to Follow Hi |
- While Skating Off Morley
Avenue When Ice Cracked
~and He Sank—Body Not
Recovered .

The first of the wifiter’s skating fatal-
ities occurred at 5 o'clock yesterday
afternoon, when Geotge Simmons, 18,
88 Morris street, skated to his death
on the treacherous ice off Morley ave-
nue, near the city's septic tank. :

With Simmons at the time of the
tragedy were . two companions, one
named Watfers, also of Morris street,
and another whom the police have as
yet been unable to lacate. The three
donned their skates, and for a while
skirted the comparatively safe ice near
the shore. According to the story told
the police by Waters over the tele-
phone, Simmens suggested they skate

-fused, said: “Oh if's safe enough,
wateh me,” and boldly struck out from
the shore. He had gone only about
200 yards when the ice gave way be-
neath him and he disappeared. The
jce at this point is less than an inch
thick.

Waters and the other companion
ran around to Fisherman’s Island
to summon ald, but, accord-
ing to the police, . _welg.t«tppo
excited to give intelligible iy&n&-

tion as to what had occurred. ‘Al the| g

Did Not Give Name.

Waters finally got to a telephone
anc phoned No. 8 police station, and
rang off before he gave either his own
name and address or that of his com-
panion. Acting Detective Nursey,
Mait Aykroyd, and Constable Beach
of the Island, were on the scene in a
few minutes, but in the gathering
darkness all they could see was a
small space of black water in the
.midst of the field of ice, thru which
Simmons went to his death. The men
could not venture out far enough to
attempt te securc the body, and de-
cided to leave dragging operations

over until this morning.

At the point where Simmons lost his
life the swift flow from the septic
tenk causes a deep current in the
waters, and Aykroyd believes the body
will be found a considerable distance

Raw Corn Was Anna Jokin-
en's Only Food During Sev-
eral Days—Inquest Fails to
Reveal Any Trace of Crim-
inal Influences—An Open
Verdict.

No new dveveloptﬁents were brought
out at the inquest last evening con-
cerning the disappearance of Annmie
Jokinen on Dec. 4, and the finding of her
body in a field on the farm of John
Dew, mnear the corner of Forest Hill
road and Eglinton avenue on Dec. 21.
The jury returned an open verdict.

Dr. Bond and Dr. Johnson, who per-
formed the post-mortem, both stated
that death was due to starvation and
exposure. No evidence of violence was
found on the body, and no poison was
foun®® in her stomach. The autopsy
report showed- that for sevéfal days
raw corn was her only food. It was
also found that she had not been cx'lm-‘
inally assaulted, which entirely doe_g
awdy with the idea that she had been
enticed away by white slavers. The
brain was found to be in a normal and
healthy condition, capable of consider-
able development, but the ridges on
the bones at the base of the skull were
sharp instead of smooth. This condi-
tion was sufficient to have caused
mental delusion, and, aided by a flow
of too m:ch blood on the brain, may
have caused the girl to-do things which
shie ‘would not have done otherwise.

Miss M. Addison, dean of Annesley
Hall, Vietoria ' College, where the
girl was employed, stated that Miss
Jokinen was intelligent, shy. easily
frightened and responsive to kindness.
Martha Glass told of walting up un-
til midnight for Miss Jokinen to re-
turn to the hall. She had heard noth-
ing that would indicate that the
girl had returned home and endeavor-
ed to get in.

Martha Blumivist, a young Finnish
girl, who had gone out with the
girl, told what they had done during
the afternoon and evening on the day
of the disappearance. She left Miss
Jokinen at the corner of Bloor and
Spadina avenue at 10.30 p.m,

Edward Topping and Albert Chris-
tie, who were in . a party of six, told
of finding Miss Jokinen lying on the
bank of a creek near® the corner of
Forest Hill and Eglinton avenue on
Sunday morning, Deec.. 7, two weeks
before she died. When they approach-
ed her, she had her hat pulled down
over her head Topping removed the
hat to see if she was alive, but she
immediately drew it over, her ‘head
and motioned them away. Sheé then
got up and walked briskly awayglook-
