~ The day found every- available
American warship plowing southward
for the Mexican coasts on the Atlantic
and Pacific, and a full brigade of the
first army division shipping in trans-
ports from Galveston for Vera Cruz.
This force would place more than
10,000 American troops in the Mexican
peaport to hold the city or begin of-
fensiyve operations toward Mexico
Clty, with Vera Cruz as a base,

No Further Aggression.

No plans for further aggressive
movements about Vera Cruz were
made today. The president, in talking
‘over the sgituation with callers. said
that for the present mo general cam-
paign outside of Vera Cruz was plan-
ned, and that no further campaign
would be begun unless General Huerta
declared war or sought reprisal for the
seizure of the city. The president told
Representative Fitzgerald that no fur-
ther war funds were needed as yet,
and that none would be asked for un-

less a géneral war was precipitated by
Huerta.

Meantime reports from =~ Admiral
Badger in Vera Cruz said that the city
was comparatively quiet and that the
American forces were doing their ut-
most to restore order and aid in the
restoration of business. Bands from
the American fleet gave concerts in

the streets, where a few hours before
the rattle of rifles had heralded death
and injury. .

Big Force Ashore.

By tomorrow Admiral Badger will
have (500 marines and bluejackets
ashore at Vera Cruz, sufficient, he said,

The situation on the northern border
of Mexico was careful y studied by
the war department.

Secretary> Daniels of the navy de-
partment sajd that. no attack on
American forces by the constitutional-
ists in northern Mexico was feared, and
it was decided that no offensive opera-
tions should be begun in the constitu-
tionalist territory.

Ignorant of Huerta’'s Plans.

What effect the movement of land
troops to Vera Cruz and to the Mexi-
can border, coupled with the renewal
of the embargo on the ehipment of
munitions of war into Mexico, will
have on the attitude of the constitu-
tionalists, was one of the chief ques-
tions which confronted the Washing-
ton administration today.
