Violent Attack of Germans
Only Realized Few Ruin-
ed Posifions.

REPULSE ELSEWHERE

Germans Suffer Terrible
Losses in Attempt on
Vimy Crest.

ARIS, Oct. 13 —Strong German
forces attacked the French lines
around Souchez and Vimy to-

day. A violent bombardment preceded
the infantry attacks, which were re-
newed from time to time and desper-
ately carried out. The Germans suct
ceeded in penetrating some of the
trenches, which had been badly shat-
tered by the shells, but, according to
the French official statement issued
tonight, were repulsed everywhere else
with heavy losses.

The text of the communication fol-

lows: :

““The enemy renewed today with
strong forces his _atta +50 the
.northeast of Souchez nst  the
wood ‘Le Bols en Hache the east
of the road from Souchez to Angres,
against ‘our positions on the .
proaches to the five highways on the
crest of Vimy, against the small fort
previously taken by us In the Given-
chy wood, and the neighboring
tréenches.

“Despite the extreme violence of
the bombardment which eded
these attacks, despite the desperate
nature of the renewed assaults, the
enemy was able to penetrate only
some parts of the trenches In the
Givenchy wood, which had been com-
pletely shattered by shells of heavy
callbre, Everywhere eise we ocon-
served all our poeitions and repulsed
the assaults of the Germans, who suf-
fered very heavy losses.

OTTAWA, Oct. 13.—N. W. Rowell,

RUEL, Ont, Oct. 13,—The Toronto
section of the parliamentary special
train, which formally opens the
Transcontinental line of the Canadian
Northern Railway System, was Joined
here late this afternoon by the sec-
tion from Quebec, Montreal and Ot-
tawa, and the two will run as one
solid train of 15 coaches from here to
Vancouver.

The Law is Against the Drinker,
Not the Seller

The action of the Ontario Government
and of the License Commission in olosing
all bars of hotels at eight o’clock during
the war will meet with public approval.

We would- prefer to-see the hours of
épirits stil further.shortened and more
freedom allowed to the salé of beer. We
also believe the sale of spirits for profit
by private parties wiyl soon have to give
place to government sale and to govern-
ment control only. The factor of private
profit out of the eale of spirits must be
wiped out. A regulated sale of light beer
by private parties is another proposition.

But while the war lasts the public will
support early closing, The people will
tolerate no one who is incapacitated by
drink in these trying times, and every
patriot owes it to the country to keep his
wits, his energy, his money for the su-
preme struggle.

The warning,  theretdre, i& not to the
hotelkeeper, but to the man who drinks.
Boctety, the country, the nation, has less
and less use for him, and etill less for
the woman with that {fafling. Don't
imagine, therefore, that it is against the
owner of the licensed hotel that the law
is really directed; It is against the man
and woman who indulge in drink and
weaken their usefulnese to the state. So-
clety is going to be more and = more
aguinst drinking liquor; the law against

its sale is only an incident. And this is
what each man and woman, old or young,
must to himself. "And it applies to
the weoldier, to the artisan, to the busi-
neéss mam, to the professional man, most
of 'all to those in whom is the keeping of
the Hves of the people—rallway men,
motor drivers, doctors, ‘'watchmen, fire-
men, soldiers, policemen, heads of house.
holds, etc.

But that does not mean that illicit sale
is to be ignored. The law must be en-
forced in the strictest manner, and abso-
lutely without fear or favor. A single
breach of the law will mean a canceled
license, and sale by ‘a blind pig ought to
mean prison to the seller.

RUSSIAN PLANS

CLOSELY VEILED

Landing of Forces in Bulgaria
Will Prove No Easy
Task.

VARNA FORMIDABLE

Bulgar Ports on Black Sea

Have Been Strongly
Fortified.

LONDON, Oct. 18.—Of the Bulgarian
campaign against Serbia nothing new
has been received since Nish reported
the rermlser of the invaders;. while the
movements of the Anglo-French and
Russian forces have thus far °besn
kept from the knowledge of the pub-
lic. The Russians have no easy task
before them if they intend to land in
Bulgarfa. Varna and the other Bul-
garian ports on the Black Sea. where
a landing might be made, have been
strengly fortified under the  direction
of German officers and are protected
by mine fields. ’

The Russians could sail down the
Danube, as that is an international
waterway, but it is doubtful if they
have the necessary transport; while to
come thru Roumania would require
the consent of the government of that
country, waich, altho considered
friendly to the entente powers, might
not wish to risk the displeasure of
Germany.

Provincial License Commis-
sion Makes Experimental
‘Order, Endorsed by the
Government and Minister
of Militia, Which WillBe
in Force Until the Close
of the War.

C OMMENCING Monday, Nov. 1,
all  Ontario hotel bars must

close sharp at 8 o'closk, except
on Saturday evening, when, as usual
they will close at 7. For many weeks
the provinecial government and the
Ontario License Commission have had
under consideration ways and means
of reducing to a minimum drinking
among soldiers during the winter, and
last night the final decision of the
commission, endorsed by the Ontario
Cabinet, was made known. The re-,
solution ot' t_ho license commission,
passed only yesterday, says that it is
desirable to reduce during the period
of the war all necessary exbemmu,rel
on the part of the publie, and that
as the consumption of liquor as a bey-*
erage is an expense which ought to
be modified duripg the eritical period,
the board deems it wise that the bars
should close at 8 o'clock by way of
experiment. Whether ‘he idea of ex-
periment is inculeated with the idea
of preparing public opinion for a per-
manent early closing, could not be as-
certaineéd last night. !

In a lengthy statement, Hon. W. H,
Hearst says: “The great necessity for
economy and thrift on the part of the
people, and the necessity for fitness,
not only on the part of our soldiers,
but on the part of our people gener-
ally, for the great struggle in which
we are engaged, will, the government
féels assured, justify the action taken,
and it is confident that even those who
may suffer financially will be prepar-
ed to make the necessary sacrifice for
the general good.”

The finding of the commissicn was
placed in the form of the following
resolution: : '

Whereas a state of war now ex-

ists, in the results of which the
BJithh Empire is vitally interest-
ed;

And whereas it has become ap-
parent, especially during the past
few months, that the cost of the
war will be enormous, and that in
every portion of the empire it is
desirable, both on patriotic and
other ground, that steps should be
taken to reduce within reasonable
limits during the period of the war
all necessary expenditures on the
part of the general publio;

And whereas the daily consump-
tion of liquor as a beverage is an
expense which ought to be modi-
fied during the present oritical
times, and, in the opinion of this
beard, it is desirable in order to
assist in accomplishing this object
that the hours of sale of liquor in
the bar-rooms and hotels of the
province should be reduced;

And whereas in the opinion of
this board it is wise and prudent
that by way of experiment every
hotel bar in this province should
be closed at the hour of eight
o’clock in the afternoon on every
:ny in the week other than Satur-

ay;

Therefore, be it resolved that,
notwithstanding any statutory pro-
vision to the contrary, no {lquor
shall be sold in any licensed tav-
ern In this province upon any day
of the week after the hour. of
eight o’clock in the afternoon, but
this resolution shall not be con-
strued to interfere with the statu-
tory provision respecting the hour
of closing on Saturday.

This resolution shall go into ef-
fect on Monday, the first day of
November next. and shall thence-
forth continue in full force and ef-
fect during the period of the war
in which His -Majesty’s forces are
now engaged,

sioners for Ontario on the 13th of
October, 1915.
