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But the -Mackay Company had nlot the
contract at ail for dredging. The contract
stood ln the name of the Grant Company.
1 arn referring to the contract at TIfflu; I
ar n ft referrlng to the contract at Victoria
harbour at àalh

We thlink that by using the two dredging
plants our cornpany own and by continuing
to employ the dredging plant of the Canadian
Dredge and Construction Comnpany, of Mid-
land, we can have the harbour ready for the
grain trade in the f ail.

If these three dredging plants are not suffi-
aient to expedite the work, and if it is abso-
lutely necessary, our company lias a new
dredging plant in the course of construction.

Wbst are the tacts. Here are a set of
tenders placed betore the department by
Mackay through Grant, and Mackay sud
Grant, and the letters of Grant and Mackay
are by really the same person. What ýwas
the end souglit by Grant and Mackay ?
Msckay Ibetore bsd contracta at 15 and 16
cents a yard. There Is an arrangemenut
among these dredglng concerna by whicb
they collude to place higlier dIgures on work
tbey do flot wlsh te get.

-Mr. PUGSLEY. Among whlch dredg-
lng concerus?

Mr. BENNETT. Hlere are two, Mac-
kay's and Grant's to commence witb, and
there are more.' Now wbat was the posi-
tion? Mackay expected-havlng two
dredges there on the grquud and havlag a
third one in course of construction as lie
sald in bis letter-by the fraud that was
beiug perpetrsted by the Spolia Company
aad by the Grant Comnpany nlot to be driven
to do the worlz as he had doue It Ia former
years at 15 and :16 cents a yard, but to be
able to ateal trom the people of this coun-
try 53 cents a yard. And every man who,
knows Mackay snd wbo bas beard this mat-
ter discussed as It was dlscussed during the
local campalgn took Mackay at bis own
estimate whea lie made statements that
were Inconsistent with tbe facts.

Mr. PUGSLEY. The people of Owen
Sound do not seem co agree with the hon.
gentleman (Mr. Bennett).

Mr. BENNETT. His msjorlty In Owen
Sound of 450 was reduced to a miserable
48, aud It may be a matter of exposure lu
the election courts how that was .brought
about.

Mr. TBlLF ORD. Tbe hon. member la
wrong wlth respect to the figures.

Mr. BENNETT. Wbat were the figures?
Mr. TELFORD. About 178 Ia Owen

Sound.
Mr. BEINNEITT. In -the last election ?
Mr. TEILFORD. In the one before.
Mr. BEINNETT. If the lion, gentleman

gets auy comfort lu Mackay's majority be-

lng reduced frorn 270 to 43 ho eau have it.
But auyway It Is more of a majorlty than
the bon, gentleman (Mr. Telford) wiil have
lu Owen Sound uext election.

Mr. TELF ORD. Is the hon. member
aware that Owen Souud Is a Conservatîve
town aud that tbe Conservatives geuerally
give a majorlty?

Mr. BENNETT. And they will give a
majorlty again, and I hope tbey will have
an opportunity to do sO next fa11. !Eere Is
this man Mackay, accordiug to his own let-
ter assoclated wltli this Grant Company;
here la the preclous Mr. A. G. Mackay of
unssvory reputation and rnemory wltb the
people of Ontario. Here la this same Mr.
A. G. Mackay wlth two dredges lylag In
tue harbour and a third one coming Ia as
lie says, having had the work In Mldlaad
barbour at 15 sud 16 cents a yard, enter-
ing lato as cheme or a .contract or an agree-
ment wlth this so called Grant Company
that they were to share 'the work betweea
tbemselves. Now, Sir, what reu'ilned te
be done by Grant ? Grant cornes down to
the city of Ottawa accompauled by a man
named Kastner f rom Wiarton who bad a
record In one et the North Grey election
trials when these blackguarda were brouglit
over trorn Buffalo, sud these men together
at dow ansd as the tenders prove Grant
writes the two tenders to which Kastner
sigas bis name iLnd the tenders. went to the
Department et Public Works. -Mr. Ayles-
worth was acting Minlster of Public Works,
sud in view et the tact that their tender
Is 53, cents a yard sund that a lower one et
30 cents a yard la not acted upon, the acting
minister (Mr. Ayleswortb) refused to give
the worc to Mack-ay at 53 cents. There
was fraud perpetrated by Kastner sud by
Grant, sud the parties .psrtlcipating lu tbe
prospective fraud were Mackay sud Grant
as was sbowu riglit on the face of the docu-
ments, sud It canuot be galusaid. Wliy
aid not Mr. Aylesworth give the coatract at
53 cents?

Mr. PUGSLEIY. 1 do nlot like to Inter-
rupt my bon. f rleud, but lie wlll remem'ber
that under the terras of the advertlsemeut
teaderers were allowed te tender for the
varlous worlcs la eacli province. The, Do-
minion DredgIng Company tendered for
otuer work. I do net kuow that tliey
teaaered for other work lu Ontario, but
tbey certaiuly .tendered for otber work lu
the province ot Quebee, sud they bad no
more dredging plant than 'was aibsolutely
necessary te enable them te perform the
work that was awarded to tbem, sud se
the Dominion Dredging Companuy couid not
undertake thus work. Consequently'the act-
iug mininster was. obliged to cail for. new
tenders. My Information ls that liad th-3
Dominion Dredglng Company ïbeen, prepared
to do this work tbe contract would have
been given to thern as the lowest tenderers.
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
