Hon, 8. H. Blake Also Would Raise
Widows and Orphans’ Annuity
to $300. - -

The Anglican diocesan synod resumsd
their labors in All Saints’ schoolhouse
yesterday morning. The report of the
court of contested seats having been
read and adopted, consideration of th2
report of the mission board was con-
tinued. In this connection Rev. Dr,
Tucker, the organizing secretary of the
Church Missionary Society, delivered a
stiring appeal on behalf of the North-
west. In his prelimingry remarks Dr,
Tucker said that altho the sum asked
in 1903, $73,000, had been considered too
great, nearly every diocese had sub-
scribed several hundred dollars over
and above allotment, and - he expected
an even better result this year. Dr.
Tucker then referred to the energy and
enterprise of the Methodists and Pres-
byterians in meeting the needs of the
Northwest and said that thru neglect
the Anglican Church had sown seeds ot
bitterness which had resulted to her
great loss.

Rev. J. Pitt Lewis dealt more par=
ticularly with the church missions in
India, China and Japan, which he had
visited last year, and declared That
every dollar expended in these flelds had
been well spent.

+ Stipends to Ministers,

After the speakers jiad referred to
the home mission work and the wretche=
edly small stipends paid the missioners,
Hon. 8. H, Blake made a powerful ap-
peal in their behalf. It was the least
the synod could do, he fa'd, to see
that their hard working clergy should
receive a living stipend. There should
be a scale of increases every ten years.
All beginners had hard work and little
pay. When he and his brother start-
ed their caveers they only made $520
between them in their first year in law,
He suggested the appointmentn of a
committee to report on needy livings
and what they considered a reasonable
stipend for a first, third, fifth and tenth
year. To this proposal the synod agreed,
the committee to report at this res=-
sion,

Rev. Dr. Langtry was nominated con-
venor of the special committee on the
state of the church. The vicar of Taf-
fan, Eng., the Rev. C. P. Green, wa3
introduced.

During the mid-day recess,
proceded for places on various synod
committees, the result of which will be
announced this morning.

It is entirely wrong to say we took the
lead in cutting prices. We did nothing of
the kind; we only tfollowed the market, Tt
must be remembered that our trade in Rus-
sian oil is fragmentary compared with our
trade in American oil, which maintains its
price of 5d a gallon.
“The history of the ‘cutting’ is as fol-
lows : About a year ago the Russian com-
panies began cutting prices in competition
with each other, and towards the end of
Inst year the prices dropped to 2%4d. Then
they recovered somewhat. They went down
again a few weeks ago, and eventually
reached their present level. We have fol-
lowed the market and feduced our prices in
accordance. As I have said, this concerns
Russian oil only, and our main business is
in American oil.”

CAN LIVE UNDER WATER.

Newport, R.T,, June 8,—That men can
live safely and comfortably in the Hol-
land submarine boat Fulton undar
water for more than twelve hours was
demonstrated here this morning in the
final stage of the 24-hour test of that
vessel, under the direction of the navy
board of inspection and survey.

1t had been shown before that the ves-
sel was generally habitable, so the suc-
cessful ending of the experiment gave
no surprise. It had, however, never
been shown teé an official board of rthe
navy that nine persons could dwe!l
within such a vessel for so lony a
period without becoming asphyxiated or
without suffering discomfort.

The Fulton sank in one of the slips at
the torpedo station at 10.43 o'clock last
night, and she was immediately moored
by four hawsers to the slip. She was
in about 15 feet of yater at low tide, |
