SUMMARY OF LATEST
EVENTS IN GERMANY

[By the Assoclated Press.]

The Kapp administration of Ber-
fin, realizing the futility of at-
tempting to hold the reins of power,
has decided to give up its short-lived
dictatorship. At 1 o’clock this after-
noon Chancellor Kapp decided to
resign, according to officlal advices
from the German capital.

Expressions of confidence in the
speedy restoration of the Ebert Gov-
ernment to complete control come
from the headquartersg of that Gov-
ernment In Stuttgart. Minister of
Defence Noske is quoted as declar-
Ing he expects, with the ald of his
troops, to secure the return of nor-
mal conditions In six or eight days.

Meanwhile, however, the forces of
extreme radicallsm are asserting
themselves in various German cen-
tres. There are increasing Sparta-
can disorders and growing talk
among the radicals of the possibility
of utilizing the present disturbed
conditions to estabiish soviet rule.
The list of kliled reported from
numerous German towns and cities
in clashes between demonstrators
and troops Is mounting into the
hundreds.

There has been no direct con.
firmation of Tuesday night’s reports
of 400 killed in a bombardment of
Kiel by a warship, but there are
apparentiy various reports of 100
killed and 300 wounded at Dresden,
probably more than 100 killed in
Berlin suburbs, and the killing of
from a half dozen to a score of per.
