CHICAGO, Nov. 11.—Eastern League 
and American Association representa­
tives caused a sensation at the annual 
meeting of the National Association 
of Professional Baseball Clubs in this 
city to-day~~by withdrawing from the 
session. The two bolting factions had, 
presented a resolution asking that they 
be placed in control of the national 
board of arbitration and that the West­
ern and Southern Leagues be reduced 
from Class A to Class B.

This resolution was voted down by 
the meeting, and President O’Brien of 
the association then petitioned for the 
American Association and the East­
ern League to withdraw from the Na­
tional Association and requested %>er- 
rr.k sion to negotiate/with the Ameri­
can League and the National League 
for a special working agreement.

The petitioners insisted upon Imme­
diate action and when their petition 
was overwhelmingly defeated, the two 
factions withdrew from the meeting. 
They declined to make any statement 
other than that they did not purpose 
“to be governed by a great number of 
'bush leagues." Their next move, it is 
said, will be to confer with the two Mg 
leagues, the American and the Nation­
al, with the hope that they mav be 
given
organization, really a third major 
league. Rumors w hlch could not be 
confirmed had It that the American 
Association had not given up all Ideas 
of Invading major league territory, and 
that designs webe held on Pittsburg. 
Cincinnati, St. Louis and Chicago. If 
there were anything In these rumors it 
goes without saying that the Ameri­
can Association had nothing to hope 
for from the national commission.

“We have done nothing more than 
to withdraw from the meeting,” said 
President O’Brien of the American 
Association. “We have not (withdrawn 
from organized baseball, nor have we 
severed our connection with the com­
mission. We are not outlaws."

Technically it was the intention of 
thc American Association and factions 
to reduce the board of arbitration from 
seven to five members, and to obtain 
three of the five votes, that aroused 
the greatest antagonism in the com­
mission, there nqt being more than 
five ballots out or the poll of 22 favor­
ing the measure. The small leagues 
supported the Southern and Western 
Leagues In the fight against the reduc­
tion In classification of these two or­
ganizations. and the vote was just 
solidly against the resolution.

When the two big leagues had asked 
for everything they wanted and had 
been refused they bolted the meetings. 
Efforts were made to secure the aid of 
the Paclffov Coast. League for the se­
cessionists, but It could not be learned 
that this move attained success.

While these events were moving for­
ward the national commission trans­
acted business on its own account. It 
was unofficially stated that the Chi­
cago National League team \yoqld be 
reprimanded for unbusinesslike me­
thods In disposing of tickets to the 
world's championship games.
