Sir 'Wilfrid travelled to Quebec in the
special train of Andrew Allan and joined
the ship at breakwater a short time be-
fore she sailed. When he left the car
and embarked upon the Virginian, there

was a large gathering of people on the
dock, and he was given three cheers from
his Quebec admirers.

The premier looked as debonair and hap-
py as usual, and joined his colleagues on
board the ship with a pleasant smile.

There was a large representation of the
officials of the ancient capital to meet him,
and wish him a pleasant journey. His
Worship Mayor Drouin, Hon. L. A: Tas-
cherean and others were in attendance,
while Captain Victor Pelletier, A, D. C,
to the lieutenant-governor, presented to
him a handsome bouquet of flowers.
