Difficulties Over Uni-

BACK PRESIDENT

Nominations For Board of Gov-
ernors—Church Court Dis-

Difficulties in the way of the Freder-
icton diocese co-operating heartily in
the. work of King’s College University
were smoothed over to a considerable
extent at the morning session of the
synod here today when a resotution
expressing the confidence of the synod
in Rev. A. H. Moore, president of the
college, and the board of governors,
and for the manner in which they
gained points, over which the Freder-
icton diocese. protested last year, was
unanimously adopted. ;

It 'was moved by Rev. J. H. A.
Holmes and seconded by Rev. Thomas
Parker. In addition, the synod pro-
ceeded to nomination for representa-
tives of the synod on the board of gov-
ernors. Nominations were made this
morning, and ballotting will take place
this afternoon.

In a stirring speech, Rev. Mr. Moore
pleaded for a burying of past difficul-
ties and a united facing of the }utnre
for God and Church. His remarks were
loudly epplauded, and Bishop Richard-
son took occesion to say that much of
the. success -in. the way of securing
harmony was due to President Moore.

W Sbiieg Fisher reported for the

special.committee on mutual insurance.
The committee reported favorably on
the 'principles as laid down by J. G.
Ormsby, Toronto. Mr. Fisher said the
committee, however, was not unan-
imous on details of the matter. He
paid a high tribute to the assistance
given the committee by Mr. Ormsby.
