In war as in literature, a man’s chance of 
being remembered depends more on the es- 
sential vigour than on the magnitude of the 
tasks which he performs. Gray’s Odes and 
two or three of Junius’s letters will probably 
ast as long as the "Wealth of Nations" or the 
"decline and Fall ," and the little fight at 
Thermopylae bids fair to outlive the gigantic 
battles of Leipsic and Solferino.
