RUSSIAN LABOR STATISTICS.

The Empire Has ot Present 17,005 Fae
tories of All Kinds

According to Russlan statistios, the
empire possesses at present 17,605 factor-
les, with an annual production valued st
1,467,000,000 rubles. In these factories
there are employed %49 044 workmen and
264,080 women and giris. The number of
steam engines is 10,5625, The chief centers
of Industry are Moscow, St Petersburg
and Kieff. In the government of Moscow
there are 2,075 fuctories, with an annual
production valued at 277,000,000 rubles,
employing 230,000 workmen. The Cau-
casus has 1,199 factories, which employ
22,000 workmen, with an annual produe-
tion valued at 35,000,000 rubles. Siberia
has 609, the Turkestan distriot 859 fao-
tories, with an annual production valued
a6 12,00,0000 ad 16,000,000 rubles respec-
tively. Bus all these factories are insuffi-
clent to meet the home demand. - In al-
most all classes of manufactured goods
the imports are yeurly increasing. Russia
will no doubt continue for WADY years to
offer & valuable outlet for our Industry.
