At the eonclusion of Mr, Hatheway's
address. all those who were not con-
nected with the mills were esked to re-
tire, and the mill workers proceeded
towards: the organization of the union.
A committee was elected composed  of
representatives from the following
mills, Chas, Miller’s, Stetson, Cutler &
Co.’s two mills, Murray & Gregory’s,
R Warner’s, Henry Miller’s, Hil-
yard Bros.),. A, Cushing & Co.’s and
John E. Moore’s.

The committee first decided to con-
tinue the striks. It was thought that
with a regular organized union behind
them there would be no difficulty in
getting the men to hold out until their
demands for ‘the fifteen per cent, in-
crease in wages were granted.

The committee will meet at one
o’clock- this afterneon to- elect officers
and to draw up a constitution. The
union will include 211 the men employed
in the mills. .
