- Mr. J. ). Thomas, the veteran hor
ticultural editor of the Country Gentle,
man, thinks that 38 feet apart each way
is & good distance for apple trees in an
orchard ; but if the lnm‘ be not high
priced, 40 feet is preferable for large
growing varieties.

— It is often useful to be ablo to tell
the age of sheep. At one year there are
two large teeth in the centre of the
jaw, and two are added each year up to
five years, when the sheep is said to have
a “full mouth.” After this the age can
not be told by the teeth, and unless the
animal is vigorous it has nearly outlived
its usefulness, and should be prepared
for the butcher. The Shepherd says that
not miany boys under fifteen can tell how
many front teeth a sheep has in the
under jaw.

— Better prune your orchard this
winter, or any time previous to the
starting of the buds in the spring. You
should prune off only the dead wood
and most of the suckers. It is quite
possible that some of the suckers come
out at a place where it is desirable to have
a limb, when one may be left to grow.
When you prune, do.not leave a big stub
sticking out, but ciit off the limb close
to the tree or some other limb, and
leave no useless wood to rot on the tree.
In pruning use a sharp saw, and mutilate
the tree as little as possible. Cover all
wounds which are over an inch in dia-
meter with a heavy coat of paint. Give
each tree a losd of good stable manure
or its equivalent of commercial fertiliz
ors, and continue doing so each year,
Twao points aye to be especially looked
after in renovating an old orchard, and
they are to give abundance of plant
food, and to have the dead wood and
useless suckers removed.
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Wheat by the Hudson Bay.

Though only a few miles of the Hudson
Bay Railroad have yet been graded, and
the praject is hardly beyond the stage of
discussion, there is no deubt that the
road will be attempted. The Sun says
that the Company has been skirmishing
at Ottawa to secure more favorable con-
cesgions, though the Government has al-
ready offered 7,000,000 acres of land as a
subsidy. The Dominion recently pro-
posed some additional concessions, pro-
vidad the road be completed within a
certain time ; but the Company asserted
that a longer period was necessarv to
connect Winnipeg with Fort Churchill by
a line 700 miles long, and there the mat
ter reats for the present.

The friends of the enterprise seem to
be greatly encouraged by the opinion of
Commodore A. H. Markbam, the well
known Arotic traveller, who accompanied
the last Alert expedition through Hud-
son Strait in 1886, Hisown nvestigations,
and his study of the ice conditions in the
straits for over a oentury, as shownin the
records of the Hudson Bay Company,
have eonvinced him that for properly
constructed steamers, navigation through
Hudson Strait is feasible for between
three ‘and four months every summer,
He advocates the building of the railroad
to connect with a line of steamers de-
rvigned to navigate amid heavy floating
ice, and he estimates that this route to
Liverpool would save the farmers of the
