seven yeam of plenty against the seven
years of famine.”

Josern EXAUTED TO HE GOVERNOR OF

said ” In response to the wise advice
Joseph had given. “Can we find such
& one as this is,”” for the oarrying out
of the proposed plans? Doubtless the
story of Joseph during his slavery and
his prison life had been made familiar
to them, and by his past life, as well as
his present - wisdom, they saw clearly
that he was especially fitted for the
prapesed work. ‘A man in whom the
Spirit of God is.” He attributed
Joseph’s wisdom and fidelity to the
true source, as Joseph had done in their

resence. One in whom God’s Bpirit
dwells (1) will have the truest wisdom
and unfailing common sense; (2) he
will be faithful to all his duties; (3)
God’s blessing will attend all his plans
and deeds.

Doubtless the people also
stored up grain for themselves, but ac-
cording to their faith, which was much
less than Jeseph's. This continued
during the seven years of plenty.
True Svccess  Wa should take grest
care to show that the wealth and power
to which Joseph attained, were nov his
success, but only certain outward signs
of sudcess, a portion of success which
would not not have been a success, if
alone. He could have attained the
largest and best part of his success, even
if he had remained a slave. F. W.
Robertson well says: “Bhortly afterhis
imprisonment, Jcseph was released, his
merits acknowledged, and almost regal
dignity conferred upon him. Where-
upon we say, ‘Now all is right. merit
has its reward ; and with this poetical
justice we are satisfied.’ But this is
not the justice of God's world. Are
“these,” then the rewards of well doing
—horses and carriages, the royal robe,
and the knee bowed before htma? Is it
with these things, quite earthly, that
the everlasting rewards celestial quali-
ties? Neither in this world nor in the
wcrld to come are these the rewards of
goodness.”
