deputation from the Local Council of 
Women, accompanied by representa­
tives of other bodies, waited upon 
Hon. C. J. Doherty, minister of Justice, 
this afternoon, to ask for amendments 
to the Criminal Code which will per­
mit of the establishment of a provin­
cial reformative instlution for delin­
quent women upon the most modern 
lines of prison reform ideals.

Members of the deputation stated af­
terwards that not only had Hon. Mr. 
Doherty deceived them most courteous­
ly, showed deep interest In the subject 
laid before him, but that he had in 
effect promised all they asked, provid­
ed the provincial governments did Its 
part. As Sir Lomer Gouln had pre­
viously shown his entire sympathy 
with their alms, on condition that the 
enabling legislation be secured from 
the Dominion government, there Is 
now every prospect that the project 
of the council will come to fruition.

Schmedeman, said todayi that the Am­
erican government would not oppose 
extradition, but would ask for a post­
ponement In the case of Miss Herman 
until the arrival of one of her rela- 
lives from New York. Miss Herman 
Is said to be seriously ill.

Tomor­
row morning he will visit the Mono»

Washington, Jan. 12—All the Mexi­
can federal soldiers now in the cus­
tody of the United States border pa­
trol forces at Presidio. Texas, will be 
transferred to Fort Miss and interned 
ther indefinitely. Secretary Garrison 
ordered the transfer late today, with 
permission for the refugee women and 
children to accompany the soldiers if 
they deelre.

There are about three thousand of 
the Mexican officers and men who fled 
across the Rio Grande when the vic­
torious constitutionalists entered Oj- 
lnaga and with them, besides many 
women and children, are fifteen hun­
dred civilian refugees The latter are 
not prisoners and will be allowed to 
do as they please by the military au­
thorities, though those desiring to re­
main in American territory will have 
to satisfy the Immigration officials.

Tie «ecrstjHT deoM*a Huit «6» wom­
en and children wlie'accompanied the 
eoldlere into Teitas should be allowed 
to remain with them in the detention 
camp If they care to do so, and that 
in any case their Immediate wants in 
the matter of food and shelter should 
be provided for by the army.

At present the United States will 
pay for the keep of these Mexican 
soldiers, and their adherents, but la­
ter on the Mexican government will 
be called upot for reimbursement.

PEOPLE CONSUME
MUCH MORE MILK

In Increased Consumption 
of Dairy Products can be 
Found one Reason for Ad­
vance in Cost of Living,

‘Get Rich Quick” Walling­
ford as Produced by 
Thompson - Woods Com­
pany Proves Success.

KILLED REST WIFE 
TRIED TO POISON HER 

TWO SUCCESSORS

Special to The Standard.
Ottawa, Jan. 12.—An expert view of 

the effect of the new United States 
tariff, a view that the temporary drain­
ing from this country of its beef cat­
tle will pfeve a highly beneficial rath­
er than deterrent factor, has been ex­
pressed by Mr. J. A. Ruddick, Domin­
ion Dairy Commissioner, who recently 
gave1 evidence before the Cost of Liv­
ing Commission.

Mr. Ruddick’s opinions would not 
make good reading for the United 
States cattle buyer. “The swarm of 
Yankee drovers," he states, "which 
over-ran some parts of Ontario and 
Quebec when the duty on cattle Into 
the United States was removed, was 
not an unmixed evil from the stand­
point of the dairy Industry. They are 
welcome to the worn out and discredit­
ed cows which were picked up In ralli­
er large numbers. This is a better way 
for the progressive farmers to dispose 
of his unprofitable animals than to 
sell them to his own neighbors. The 
only regret we need to have over this 
export of cattle from the dairy point 
of view Is for the young, untried heif­
ers which unprecedented prices Induc­
ed some farmers to part with, think­
ing perhaps it was too good a chance 
to lose. There need be no fear of lost 
opportunity in this matter. The price 
of cattle must rule high for some 
years to come if the law of supply 
and demand Is to hold good.”

Mr. Ruddick does not take a very 
serious view of the effect of the new 
United States tariff. "Milk and cream,” 
he says, “Will probably be exported 
as long as the present tariff remains 
In force, especially at convenient ship­
ping points, but there does not seem 
to be any Immediate prospect of a 
large quantity of either cheese or 
butter being exported. In the present 
condition of the Canadian market, a 
very small movement in that direction 
would boost 
point. The 
that New Zealand and Australian but­
ter is more likely to supply the de­
mand than Canadian. Having a large 
surplus for export, both these coun­
tries must accept for their surplus 
the International value which is lower 
than the ruling price promises to be 
in ‘Canada.”

Mr. Ruddick who gave some re­
markable figures of the home con­
sumption of dairy products showing 
that whereas the per capita consump­
tion of Canadians was 800 pounds of 
milk In 1912 it had risen to half a 
ton per head. On the other hand the 
production of milk had not risen in 
anything like the same ratio, being 
9,871.178,103 pounds in 1910 as com­
pared with 6,866,834,000 pounds In 
1900. The per capita consumption of 
butter in the ten years rose from 23.49 
pounds to 27.88 pounds. This increase 
of consumption Mr. Ruddick attributes 
to the great prosperity of the country 
and consequent increase in purchas­
ing power and partly to the better 
quality of milk and Its products in re­
cent years. "In the great growth of 

( consumption can be found one reason 
for the advance In the cost of living.”

The tag of “Get Rich Quick Walling­
ford" supplies the underlying motive 
and moral of the whole production— 
"A man is a fool for being crooked.” 
But before this opinion obtains the 
upiper hand in the mlc-d of the gentle­
man of the title role and his associate, 
four acts of most Interesting comedy 
are unfolded. The audience that wit­
nessed the production of "Get Rich 
Quick Wallin? ford" by the Thomp­
son-Woods Stock Company in tha 
Opera House Iasi evening expressed 
thedr pleasure in long and well merited 
applause, and It proved one of the 
most entertaining performances the 
Stock Company has yet given to us.

Those who have read the Walling­
ford stories, and who pictured J. 
Rufus as a corpulent, heavy jowled 
gentleman scrupulously groomed and 
almost exuding solid porcine respect­
ability, carefully avoiding any resem- 
blame to the adventurer with the 
checkered career and habits not any 
too regular, were surprised to see the 
Wallingford of the play a remark­
ably dapper prepossisslng young man. 
For the purpose of dramatic presenta­
tion liberties have been taken with 
the hero of the stories, but from the 
standpoint of providing a pleasant 
entertainment the changes are rather 
in the nature of an Improvement. The 
particular story upon which the play 
is founded is that dealing with the 
formation of the covered carpet tack 
company aivd the development of the 
electric railway franchise. To those 
who are not familiar with the stories 
a brief synopsis of the play may be 
of interest.

appear even easier than had been hop­
ed, they decide to float a bogus 
pany and unload the stock. Aft 
leg duly
put Battleeburg on the industrial map 
they are in 
branch of manufacturing Industry to 
promote. Wallingford evolves the *dea 
of a covered carpet tack, the head be­
ing covered to match the carpet oil- 
which the tack is used. They interest 
local capital, almost too easily, in 
their venture and proceed with the 
intention of swindling everyone in 
sight.

Wallingford, however, falls In love 
with a stenographer in the hotel and 
she afterwards becomes his private 
secretary. Daw meets a similar fate 
with a socieity girl of the town. This 
has the effect of changing 
and they decide to remain tn Battles- 
burg and work the "Industries" they 
have planted. Fortune steps in to 
assist them at this juncture, for it 
turns out that the invention that Wal­
lingford thought was worthless, really 
has much merit, and when manufact­
ured proves a commercial success, 
paying dividends as large as was 
promised.

Wallingford and Daw marry the girls 
of their choice and settle down as 
prominent citizens.

Protests Drug Used on His

Frank?ort-on-Maln, Jan. 12.—The 
plea of “not guilty” was entered to­

The three women had been Insured 
by the prisoner for $5,000, $7,500 and 
$20,000, respectively, and each of them 
tell seriously ill within a year after 
her marriage to the accused, 
ÿ Hopf gave various explanations for 
the presence of the poison in the bod­
ies of his victims. His wives, he said 
had taken it as an ingredient In a 
beauty compound, and he had Injected 
the drug Into the bodies of his chll-
