Knowing that 
some French wounded 'had been left 
behind in the field-hospital, he decid­
ed to lend them the consolation of a 
visit. The wounded received him with 
tears in their eyes, as his was the 
first French uniform they had had the 
privilege of looking on for a long time.

Seeing a quarteremaster whose legs 
and arms were all broken and in plas­
ter casts, the lieutenant hastened to 
his side. One of those brave nuns, 
whose conduct has been so splendid 
during the war, was trying to light a 
cigar for the unfortunate. The lieuten­
ant offered consolation and 
agement; but the wounded man re­
plied:

“Ah, lieutenant, these broken bones 
wouldn’t bother me any if I could only 
get this cigar to draw!”

Buenos Ayres, Argentine, Dec. 17— 
The first detailed accounts of the na­
val battle on December 8, when four 
German cruisers were sent to the bot­
tom reached here today from Puerto 
Gallegos. Patagonia.

According to these accounts Ihe 
Germans were on their way to seize 
the Falkland Islands, British possess­
ions, when they came unexpectedly 
upon a long British warship. The 
other members of the British fleet 
were taking on supplies from neigh­
boring islands at the time. Before 
the Germans were aware of the 
strength .of their opponents, these 
ships closed in on them and the fate 
of Admiral Von Spec's squadron was 
soon sealed.
Eight British Warships in the Fight

The story of the battle was told by 
passengers on the British 
Orissa, which arrived at Punta Arenas 
from Callao, Chile. They say the 
losses of the British were placed at 
eight men.

It was a formidable British squad­
ron which faced the Germans. In­
cluded In it were the battleship Cano- 
opus, the battle cruisers Invincible 
and Inflexible and the cruisers Kent, 
Cornwall, Carnarvon, Bristol and 
Glasgow.
strength the German squadron, con­
sisting of the five cruisers Scharn- 
horst, Gnelsenau, Leipzig, Numbers 
and Dresden.

The British squadron arrived at 
Port Stanley, Falkland Islands, on De­
cember 7 to take on supplies. The 
next morning thé Canopus, which was 
guarding the entrance to the port, 
sighted a hostile warship. Four oth­
ers quickly came into view and were 
recognized as the squadron of Ad­
miral Von Spee. The German war­
ships had left the Chilean Islands off 
Guan Fernandez on November 16 for 
the Falkland Islands, to take possess­
ion of the Islands and destroy the 
wireless station.

Only the Canopus was visible at 
first to the Germans, who steamed 
straight at her. The Canopus opened 
Are and the other British warships 
rushed to her assistance.

The Scharnhorst, Gnelsenau and 
Leipzig formed in battle line. The 
Nürnberg and Dresden, however, 
dropped back from the firing line.

The British warships concentrated 
their fire on the Scharnhorst, which 
sank after an hour’s fighting. When 
it became evident that the Scharn- 
horst, Admiral Von Spec’s flagship, 
was doomed her crew assembled on 
the forward deck. The Scharnhorst 
refused to surrender and soon plung­
ed beneath the waves, The crew pre­
served Its formation as the ship went 
down and cheered as the water» clos­
ed about them.
