Loss,

“ﬁﬂh, commander in Natal t3 the
secretary of state for war, Filed Lady-
amith, October 22, 10.30 . m. In the
action at Elandslaagte yesterdsy the
troops ensaged were " the following:

Light Horse and two tquadroons of
Natal Oarbineers. Artillery—21st Field
Battery, 42nd Field Battery and the
Natal Field Battery. Infanfry—The
Davonshire Regiment, half a battalion
of the Gordon Highlanders and the
Manchester Regimen . The whole force
was undey General French, with Colonel
Ian Hamilton commanding the infantry.

Daring the artillery
duel, mounted Boere pushed out from
their left and engaged the Imperial light
horse. Ina few minutes the enemy’s

' guns ceased firing, and our artillery

was furned on the mounted Boers, who
opposed the imperial light horse, who
at onoe fell back. After the artil.ery
preparations, our infantry advanced to
the attack, supported by our gunsin the
second position. The Devonghires held
the enemy in front, while the Manchet-
ter regiment and the Gordon Highland-
ors turned his left flank,

“The Boera’ guans, although often tem-
porarily silenced, invariably opened fire
again on the elightest opportunity, and
‘were sorved witn great courdge.

“After severe firing our infantry car-
-zied the position. At 630 p. m. this was
aceom , the eneiny standing his
ground to the last with courage ten-
acity. The Fifth Lancers and s squae
dron of the Fifth Dragoon Gusrds
charged thrice through the retreating
Boers in the dark, doing considerable

The behavior of our troops and of the
colonial forces was admirable.”

Another Account.

Raalizing that the first attack on Glen-
coe was part of a general combined at-
tack by three columns and that the
situation was still serious so long as the
Boers held the railway at Elandslasgte,
severing communication between Lady-
smith and Dandee, Bir George Btewart
White on Friday resolved to give battle
with a view of recapturing Fiande-
‘1angte.

Og:.the morning of that day all the
mounted ¢roops here, supported by t#
battalions of intantry and two batt ¢
of artillery, roconpoitered some1®  iles
along the Newcanil) road, an op g, roll-
country, very suitable to cavalry
operations although the going was heavy
after the recent raine.

At an early hour our forces moved ount
by road and rail. It was computed
that there were sbout 1,200 Boers, with
big gons and Maxims covering their
front and occupying & well chosen posi
tion at the base of a sugarloafsoaped
hill some distance south of Elandelasgte.
On both flanks were 8'rong Kpjes, on
which were three big gun strongly post-
ed snd commanding & wide sweep on
all sides, leaving an opening for retreat.

Thrice were the Boer batteries on the
way silenced by our artillery, although

determination.

At 4o’clock a tremendous artillery
duel was in prosrese. Two Boer gune,
splendidly planted, were stubbornly
fought for two hours and & quarter.while

Then at 6.16 p. . the Dsvonshire
regiment, half the Gordon Highlanders,
the Manchester regiment and the
Imperial Light Horse advanced on the
poeition and stormed the enemy’s fron*.
A bayonet charge was sounded agthe roar
of artii1sry on both sides suddenly ceased
and our men, the Devonshires leading,
made a superb dash against the main
body of the Boers, undaunted by facing
a feartul fire. Twice were they checked

vance quivered for a moment but then,
with ringing, roaring cheers, the whcls
of our force hurled :itself forward like an
avalanche and swept over the Kopjes
bayoneting the brokem ememy in all
directions,

The Boers were c¢verwhelmned and
astounded. They paused, then refreated,
then raised the white flsg and swurren-
dered. Two or three broke snd ranm,
pursued by the Fifth Lancers, who
charged tarougha and through them,

It was quite dark by this time, but
the slaughter must have been great.
The Boer loss must have been very
heavy. The best eatimater place it at
certainly over four hundred. Oae. of
the captured Boers told me that
if he had known English soldiers
could shoot as our men did, he would
never have come. Amother Boer said
he knew he was fighting for a lost
cause,

Yet a third expressed surprise that he
had to shoot at men wearing khaki. He
wae terribly dejected. He had been
told to shoot at men with red coats and
white collars and he saw none.

A heavy rain, heavier than any I had
ever geen, fell immediatcly afier the
battle, making a piteous scene on the
}nittleﬂold, where many wounded were
jimg.

The Dsvonshire regiment captured
three Boer flags. Commandant De
Mellion of Johannesburg was faken
prisoner. It is ramored that Piet Joubert,
who was wounded and captured, has
succumbed to his wounds. A bugler
boy of the Fifth Lancers, only 14 years
o! age, shot three Boers with his
revolver. Oa returning after the fight
he was oarried shoulder high around
t2e camp.

SUNDAY’S FIGHTING.

Despatches Indicate There Was
Some But Details Are Meager.

woNDIN, Oot, 28—A despatch from
Ladysmith, Natal, dated 4.15 yesterdsy
afternoon, has just been received. I
is @ literal repetition of Cape Town’s
Glencoe advices of yesterday, and it is

regarded as somewhat ominous that
nothing has since been received respects
ing the resul: eapwlll% when viewed
in the light of Lord Wolseley’s state-
ment that General Yule’s force felt it
necessary to retire from Dandee to
Glencoe junction. Genars]l Yale is
undoubtedly in & tight cormer,
28 he now has or had fo face
the main Boer army under General
‘Jowbert. Gensrsl Sir Ge Stewart
White, the British commander-in-chief
in Natal, will undoubtedly deiach part
of the force which was victorious at
Elandslaate to his assistance. Such &
detachment, however, will leave Lady-
smith poorly protected sgainst the
threatened attack from the west, as Gen.
Hanter, on Satarday, wired that the de-
vartare of the force to Elandslasgte left
him with only a couple of battalions of
ulars, & mountain battery and 500
Natal volunteers to defend the town,
which is the British military base in
North Natal, Further news, therefore,
ir anxiously awaited.

The Pretoria despateh giving the re-
port of Gen, Joubert to the government,
refers to the firat battla of Glencoe; an
the reas>ns why Commandant Erasmus

mandant Mayer cannot be fathomed.
Had ' he done so, the British victory

Probably Commandant Mayer, having
arrived at the rendezvous first, thought
toget sll the glory of wiping out the
Britishers himself, and opened attack
wiihout waiting for the othere. It mo,
the Boers suffered badly because of his
hastinese.

Loxnpox, Oot. 24—No news yef received
tends to dispel the lpguhonllon caueed
by Lord Wolseley’s brief summary of
the situation. A Pietermaritzburg des-
patch says that the censor -now permits
no messages to be sent from the front.

Other despatches represent the Boers
a8 boasting that Dnndee is absclately
cut off and assert that despite the Brit-
ish victories the situation is atill un-
certain, :

It appears certair, however, that the
brilliant victory at Elandalaagte was

roductive of no effect for the relief of

lencoe and the very reticence and
brevity of Lord Wclieley’s communiea-
tion are too ominious, It seems to be
worded to prepare the public for bad
news; and it is only too likely that Gen.
Yule has been compellesd fo abandon
the wounded and tke prisoners at Dun-
dee because his force is too weak to hold
the four and & half miles separating
Daondee from Glencoe.

Probably General Yule belisves he
can better protect Dundee from an
enemy advancing from the northwest by
concentrating all his availabls strength
at Glencoe, where there are mow 8,500
men and three batterier.

It is expected that O mmandant
Erasmus has by this time joined Com-
mandant General Joubert and that their
combined columns amount to some
10,000 or 11,000 men, while the Free
State Boers, now threatening Ladysmith
from the east and a column reported to
be coming through Zalvland, must also
be reckoned with.

In short, General White has been un-
able to follow up bis sunccesses and is
obliged to remain at Ladysmith without
begm able to restore railway communi-
cation. '

Thus the enemy, although their origi.
nal plan which is suppored to have been
Col. Shield’s, failed, may be fairly
credited with having isclated General
Yules’ brigade and divided the British
forces in Natal, ° ; :

It is quite evident that the war office
has pews wh ch has been withheld from
the patlic and if the situation as here
sketched is confirmed, Boer divisions
may beexpected at other frontier points.

Loxp)x; Oct. 28—The war office has
received the following despatch from
General Bir Gaorge Stewart White, Brit-
ish commander in Natal, dated at Lady-
smith camp at 4.45 p. m. today:—

“General Yule telegraphed me yester-
day evening that the wounded at Dun-
dee were doing well.” .
