THE MAIDEN’S SACRIFICE.

RADITION tells us that the Indians tlving near
the Falls used annually to offer as a sacri-
fice to the great spirit of Niagara. the fairest

mdiden of the tribe, sending her over the Fallsin
A white canoe, which was decked with fruits and
flowers. The honor of being chosen as the heroine
of this human sacrlflce was cagerly coveted by
the Indlan maldens.

On ene occaslon the daughter of the chicf was
sclected. Her father betrayed no feeling, but as
the white canoce, gulded by his daughter's hand,
reached the Rapids he ieaped into 3 canoe and
folloned her. nearly overtaking her. and meeting
his death a fow moments afterwards.
