_ Cages.
a number of queen-breeders

are still shipping queens in cages with
a plece of perforated cardboard over
the candy in hole at end of cage. Have
an idea that quite a number of queens
are.lost by the plan, as in every cass [
have left the cage in that manner the
bees have refused to eat through the
cardboard. lLast fall I destroyed an
old queen, and placed cage with young
quéen between two combs, As the col-
ony in question was at an out-yard, I
did not visit the aplary again till I
came to pack for winter, early in No-
vember, The queen and attendants
were all dead in the cage, and the card-
board was in exactly the same condi-
tion as when I placed cage in the hive.
Of course, this is only one case, but at
least four or five other times that I
tried the plan the bees every time re-
fused to eat through the cardboard.
By the way, I might say that I rarely
try to introduce queens any more in the
cages they are shipped in, preferring
to remove the queen, alone, into cages
on hand for the purpose.
