How 10 DESTROY THE ARMY WORM.—A
correspondent of the St. John Morning News,
who says he is inted with the habits of the
army worm, thus speaks of the manner in which
its desolating career may be arrested :—

Different expedients were adopted by the
planters and farmers who suffered most from the
evil; but the most valuable and simple remedy
was at last found to be one that the habits of the
worm st It derives its name from the
fact, that like soldiers drawn up in the order of
battle, the’forces march forward in a line against
the opposing enemy. Thus the hosts of the army
worm in an exte orderly line advance over a
grass field or any crop of grain, as it were, |
shoulder to shoulder, and they cut down every
object that lies in the course before them. This
habit suggested the mode of their destruction.—
When they were seen in the neighborhood of
any crop, the proprietor forthwith caused a dee

furrow or trench to be make on the line of their
march, and if possible a stream of water was dir-
ected into it. The advancing host following its
onward tendency, fell into the ditch prepared for
them. Thus they were drowmed, buried and
otherwise destroyed in ::{ri.dl by the farmers’
hands, who were in readiness to secure their
wholesale slaughter. Vegetable crops were thus
protected, and from my knowledge of the effici-
ency of this simple expedient, I am satisfied that
if the grub which has appeared in this Pravince
be really the “ army worm,” the adoption of the
means which I here suggest will be found the
most efficacious in saving the country from its
ravages.”
