to obtain signatures to the last named petition

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MS. LEONARD GAKTZ, MfStilODOBOIT UARBOVtt.

Mr. Leonard Gaels of Musquodoboit Harbour, 
departed this life on Wednesday the 8th of June, 
at 9 o’clock P. M. aged 64 years, in full assur­
ance of faith, and triumphant hope of immor­
tality. Mr. Gaetr was a native of Lunenburg, 
where he became the subject of saving grace, 
and publicly professed Christ in a revival of re­
ligion which took place during the labours of 
Rev. Mr. Orth in 1822. He immediately con­
nected himself with the Methodist Church ; from 
which he was never disassociated, until hit 
triumphant spirit forsook the Church militant to 
join the disembodied host. For the space of 42 
)ears he maintained an unimpeeched Christian 
deportment, manifesting in his life the power of 
divine grace to save from sin, and in his death 
the mighty charm of evangelical faith.

Since 1827 he resided at Musquodoboit Har­
bour. Through bis indefatigable efforts, Wes­
leyan ministerial labours were secured for this 
locality, which with other efficient agencies ac­
companied by the operation» of the Holy Spirit, 
have been successful in rolling back the tide of 
iniquity by which this community was merged 
40 years since. During a lengthened period of 
his residence here he sustained the position of 
prayer and claaa leader, a sphere to which hie ma 
lured graces eminently adapted him. For 37 years 
he ltd the Methodist choir ; and three weeks pre­
vious to his death sang in the congregation almost 
as lustily as ever. Hi* voice now mingles with 
the church of the first born,in anthems of praise 
to the Limb.

Mr. Gant* was but a short time laid aside from 
active labour, and almost, ** ceased at once to 
work and live.” During hia illness no murmur 
escaped his lips. His only concern seemed to 
be, to see his children before he died. He often 
contrasted the misery andluffering of earth with 
the bliss of Heaven, and frequently expressed 
Li* readiness and willingness to exchange. His 
end wa* most emphatically peace. Without a 
struggle or groan his happy spirit left the mor­
tal tabernacle. Of none could it be said more 
truly,

“ We thought him dying when he slept,
And sleeping when he died.” j-

While thronging mourners waited with pain­
ful emotions a final aaault from the last foe. So 
the monster was robbed of hi» sting, and death 
was swallowed up in victory. A devoted wJe 
and eleven children mourn their irreparable loss, 
but having all professed faith in Christ, cherish 
a well grounded hope of re-union. His mortal 
remains were interred on the 11th ulL, by Rev. 
Mr. Stewart. The afflictive dispensation will be 
improved D. V. by Rev. Mr. Martin on 3rd 
inst. May the spirit accompany the appeal to 
the living,-and support the afflicted with divine 
consolation.

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The Methodist Missionary Jubilee.
The frequent references in our columns during 

the past few months to the celebration of the 
Mi««ionary Jubilee of the Wesleyan Methodist 
Church in Great Britain, and tJw copious ex­
tracts in relation to it, given occasionally from 
The Watchman, have rendered our readers famil­
iar with the nature and objects of the Jubilee. 
The resolutions of the late Conference upon the 
subject, as published last week, indicate the 
course which it is deemed most advisable for our 
Church in these Provinces to adopt, during this 
year, in regard to this great Missionary move 
menu B t some further observations upon the 
matter may not be out of place.

We are not summoned to celebrate the com­
mencement of Wesleyan Missions—that event 
dates back nearly a century—but the period, fify 
years ago, when public Missionary meetings were 
first held, and a Society organized for carrying 
on tho Missionary work throughout the world, 
Previous to the departure of the Rev. Dr. Coke 
and hi» band of Missionaries for India in 1814, 
the funds necessary for sustaining the Methodist 
Missions wel e obtained principally through the 
personal efforts of that devoted man. Rut his 
removal sugges^d the desirableness of a different 
couise; and the necessity of enlarged means to 
roei-t the exigency then presented, led to the adop­
tion of the system which has been so successful in 
connection with Missionary operations. That suc­
cess justifies the present celebration, and has led 
our fathers and brethren on the other side of the 
water to recall the dealings of the Lord with our 
Missionary Society during the fifty y ears now clo­
sing ; and to determine, not in the spirit of boast­
ing or of eelf-gratulation, but in deepest humil 
toy- and adoring thankfulness, to erect a Memo- 
rial offering to the Lord, inscribing upon i' 
Ebbxexcb, Hitherto hath the Lotto help 
ki> i s.

We do not now purpose to take a survey ol 
our mission work during the past half-century. 
Let it suffice briefly to g^ve the statistics of the 
Society, then and now ; and yet this view will 
very feebly present the wonderful work of God 
carried on by the instrumentality of our missions 
during that period. Fifty years ago our mission 

ations were 31, on which were employed 60 
f Missionaries, with a membership of 18,765, the 

annual income for the support of Missions then 
being about 850,000. We now occupy over 600 
mission stations, on which are employed nearly 
000 missionaries, with • missionary membership 
of ovir 140,000,the ordinary income forth» sup­
port of our missions being for the last year 
8075,000. These figures represent the mis­
sions in connection with Rritish Methodism, and 
do not include the missions of the Methodist 

• «touch in the UuitecflStates. Does it Dot become 
I friends of Methodism to unite on ibis J ubilee 

in grateful homage before the God 
r eff ell grace, whose prospering hand alone bath 
conducted the Society thus far in its history ; 
and bath given us to rejoice over thousands now 
in glory ; and thousands more on their wey thi­
ther, recovered from darkness and from sin 
many of them from the deepest degradations of 
heathenism—as the fruit of Missionary toil ?

the present period. A survey, in a proper spirit, 
of what God has done by us and for us, by mean» 
of Wesleyan Missions, and our consequent in­
debtedness, cannot but deepen our humility, awa­
ken our gratitude, enkindle our seal in Christ's 
cause to new ardour, expand our hearts with 
Christian liberality in the support of that cause, 
and thereby prove to us ar. occasion of spiritual 
advantage. The remarks of Rev. Robinson Scott 
at our Conference, when referring to the effects 
of the Jubilee meetings in England and It eland, 
will not soon be forgotten by those who heard 
them. Said that excellent brother, “ You can­
not touch the Jubilee movement, but it will do 
you good.” He then adverted to the spiritual 
reaction of large-hearted liberality in the work 
of God—it» effects in curbing the selfishness of 
our nature, and removing some of the hinder- 
ances to a growth in grace, and that a refusal to 
co-operate in this movement would be a calam­
ity to our church. The manner in which the Ju­
bilee services have been conducted in Great 
Britain, the meetings for special prayer and 
Christian fellowship held in connection with those 
services,rendered them peculiarly profitable ; and 
we hope that in our celebration there will in each 
locality he given a sufficient time for arrangements 
of this nature to be carried out, so thst the oecss- 
ion msy prove to be, to our whole Connexion, e 
time of “ refreshing from the presence of the 
Lara.” Surely the Spirit of God must bsve 
richly rested upon otir brethren st home during 
the Jubilee services. How else would their 
hearts have been so enlarged as to have prompt­
ed them to contribute towards the Fund the 
magnificent sum of £200,000—or,$1,000,000 ! 
And this has been done without at all abridging 
the ordinary income for home or missionary 
claims. The principal objects of the Jubilee 
Fund may be briefly stated : —

1. The founding of a College for the special 
training and preparation of candidates for the 
Missionary ministry. This object has com­
manded largely the approval of our people 
in England, and has called forth examples cf 
liberality worthy of any age of the Church.

2. The Missions in Africa and the West In­
dies present claims of the strongest kind upon 
the Jubilee resources. The difficulties of the 
African languages, and the unfavorable charac­
ter of thé climate of a large portion of that Con­
tinent to European health and life, show that 
hope for the evangelization of Africa must main­
ly rest on the employment of a native agency. 
It ia necessary that several Institutions shall be 
formed for the training of such Agency, to be 
sustained by a liberal appropriation. Some si­
milar arrangement it desirable for the Weit In­
dia Missions,and it ia believed that by a moderate 
degree of aid those Missions may toon be made 
•elf supporting.

3. The Missions on the Continent of Europe, 
especially in Italy, present inviting openings, 
and claim liberal assistance.

4. The enlargement of the Missions in India 
and Cbina are not to be forgotten, presenting 
strong claims for special- liberality.

6. Among other objects demanding lid from 
the Jubilee Fund, we do not forget the wants of 
the work in connection with the Conferenc e of 
Eastern British America ; and these, we have 
good reason for believing, will receive the kind­
est and most liberal consideration from the Com­
mittee of apportionment. It will not be forgot­
ten by our fathers at home, that the oldest 
Wesleyan Missionary ground is included within 
our sphere of operation—that very muclyof our 

ork in these Provinces it still purely Mission­
ary, and must be so in the nature of things for 
some time to come.—and that in the y outhful 
•ate of our Conference there are connexions! 
interests which we have been struggling to main­
tain, but which cannot be efficiently conducted 
without some help not at our command from 
other sources, but for which we confidently look 
from the Jubilee Fund.

Influenced by these considerations, and also 
by a due regard to the objects of world-wide im­
portance contemplated by the formation of the 
Fund, our Conference regarded it as both a duty 
and a privilege to unite in the movement, and 
thereby propoitionably to strengthen the claims 
of our Connexion to participation in its benefit».

The Jubilee Meetings held in this city during 
the past week are w orthy of remembrance at 
seasons of bit esing. 6muons on the occasion, 
able and appropriate, were preached on Sabbath 
the 3rd inst., by the President, the Ex-President, 
and the Rev. Mr. Scott. A hallowed end inter­
esting service was held on Monday evening in 
Brunswick St. Church, at which addresses were 
delivered by a large number of the Ministers 
present, and w hich cculd not fail to recall to 
many a heart a deep sense of obligation to re­
deeming grate.

On the Tuesday evening a meeting of a finan 
•ial character was held in the same church. Af­
ter the delivery of speeches appropriate to the 
occasion, in which the objects of the Fund were 
distinctly presented, cards were distributed 
among the audience, that the subscriptions of 
friends might he leadily indicated ; these were 
collected subsequently, and various sums an­
nounced, amounting to about $1500. We regret 
to say local circumstances were allowed to inter­
fere with the flow of Missionary liberality to some 
extent. But for this the offering upon lfie Mis­
sionary altar would have bien, we doubt not, 
highly worthy of our Halifax friends. Yet we 
may ventuie to hope that the completion of the 
List for this city will present a showing of at least 
$2,500.

Our friends throughout these Provinces will 
permit us to remind them, that in the Jubilee 
services now to be held,— we hope in every 
church and chapel of our Connexion—an oppor­
tunity will be afforded of renewing their vows of 
consecration to the Lord, and at the same time 
of presenting a portion of their earthly substance 
upon His altar, the, like of which they, in nil 
probability will cot again enjoy. An occasion 
which occurs but every fifty years, will not be 
likely to come to many of ua a second time, la 
it not then peculiarly fitting that we should each 
ask himself. How much oweat thou unto thy 
Lord ? and that some tribute of acknowledge­
ment should be made, even though the exercise 
of aelf-denial be required for the offering ? In 
various respects will our indebtedness be pre­
sented ; in agreement therewith let the response 
be made. For personal mercies—for domestic 
hirelings—fur signal interpositions of Providence 
—ae a memorial of saving grace—a» an acknow­
ledgment of benefit received through some speci­
al agency—as a tribute of affection ia memory 
of loved ones in heaven—or in recognition of 
some of God's chosen servants who have occupi­
ed » prominent place in the mUsionarr work- 
in view of one or more of these, or of «her con­
siderations of deep interest to our hearts, will 
the friends of our Church, we trust, be disposed 
to devise liberal things. It will not be out of 
piece, to remind parents and beads of families 
thst a good opportunity is hereby afforded of in­
teresting youth in the mission work, by associat­
ing their names with the Jubilee Fund.

topic should engage attention, Carey asked, 
“ Might we not converse on the duty of sending 
the gospel to the heathen ?” and was replied to 
iq this wise, “ Young man,when God chooses to 
convert the heathen, he will do it without your 
help or mine.” There is a consistent predestina- 
rian for you. When Carey preached that noble 
sermon from the text, “ Enlarge the place of thy 
tent,” he divided bis subject into two parts— 
some persons require a great many more divi­
sions but Carey was satisfied with two—First, 
Attempt great things for God, Second, Expect 
great things from God. This sermon was fol­
lowed by a collection which amounted to twelve 
pounds and half a crown. But I may remind 
you that several years before Carey’s time a col­
lection was taken in a Methodist chapel in aid 
of missionary effort. The first missionary col­
lection was made in the Methodist Conference.

We stand on high vantage ground, if you con­
sider that we have now the Bible in one hundred 
and sixty-three languages,representing by far the 
largest majority of mankind ; copies of the Bible 
are on the wings of ever/wind, and the sun never 
sets on the English Bible. There is never a 
moment when some are not reading in our grand 
old English Bible, there is never a moment when, 
through the salvation which it proclaim», some 
soul» are not escaping to glory i “ He shall see 
of the travail of His soul and shall be satisfied.” 
And not only are auch results realized, but all 
true progress ia procured through the influence 
of the Bible. All the advancement recently 
made in medical science, indeed all valuable pro­
gress in every direction, lay us under increased 
obligation to the Bible. The grand and gor­
geous horizon of the west would have no crim­
son, the moon would give no light, if it were not 
for the glorious sun, and so all the institutions 
of mercy which we have we owe to Christianity.

Our resources are larger than they ever were 
before. I am bold to say that there is more 
wealth in the Church than formerly ; that the 
Methodist church is richer than ever before. The 
church has not grown weaker for her missionary 
effort; new light has shone upon the teachings 
she has presented, as she has laboured in this 
sacred toil. We have alway s traced a connection 
between the zeal of a church in regard to missions, 
and the progress of that church at home. We 
rejoice in the success of the present. Even the 
Jewish mind, seeking its true pole, trembles to­
wards the Saviour. There are now seventy 
Hebrews in the ministry of the Episcopal Church. 
At a recent Jewish Synod, this language was 
bel 1, “ We do not meet for the purpose of ag­
gression upon another creed, we will regaid 
Christianity henceforth as a sister creed.” Mo­
hammedanism trembles before the approach cf 
Christianity. There are around Mount Lebanon, 
Christian schools, supported by Mohammedan?. 
It was an interesting fact that in India, not a 
single mutineer bad been taught in the Mission 
Schools. And in India recently petitions from 
intelligent Hindoos were laid before the govern­
ment, asking for the entire abolition of poly­
gamy. In China Christianity is advancing, in 
Africa it has won large triumphs, and in the 
Soutn Seas there are many islands in which there 
is not one hut where the true God is not known. 
There are large districts wheie the deadful sin of 
cannibalism once prevailed, wheie it is now re­
garded as a social crime even to mention the 
word. Then throughout the mission field we have 
native agencies raised up in large numbers to 
carry on the blessed work.

I have been waiting to hear from yon as to 
what you are doing here, you have here some of 

•the oldest of nm mission stations. The Metho­
dists are bound to be missionary, above all 
people. Their theology binds them to it ; their 
lyrics demand it ; their antecedents require it i 
the Fathers of the Church, the sainted ghosts of 
the departed, call them to it. We remember 
how in Addison's Cato, the old Roman appeals 
to the memory of the departed,
Great Pompcy’s shade rompions that we are slow, 
And ScipMi'e ghost walks unavenged among you.

Hail ye translators of the Bible ! Hail ye boats 
in the noble army of martyrs, who falling over­
came your foes ! Tell us if in the midst of the 
empyreal light ye regret your toil and suffering ; 
tell us if you hare repented your self-deny ing ef­
fort ; tell us whether now you bave found it to 
he an error to spend and to lie spent in this work. 
Oh no ; the scene lie comes brighter in the light 
of the great future. “ The soul lets in new light 
through opening chinks,” as we draw nearer to 
that future, and we feel more deeply the blessed­
ness of the results for which we work, in engaging 
in missionary effort The Psalmist exclaims, 
“ Let the whole earth be filled with IIis glory. 
Amen and Amen.” And then ns if feeling that 
nothing more could he asked for, after the utter­
ance of this prayer, adds, " The prayers of David 
the son of Jesse are ended.”

The Rev. J. Lathern, Secretary, read an ab­
stract of the report The entire report, together 
with the resolutions which were passed at this 
meeting, will be duly presented to the friend» of 
the Society. After the lengthened and effective 
address of the President, the succeeding speak­
er» felt it to be their duty to be very brief m the 
advocacy of the resolutions confided to them. The 
Rev. J. Lathern having finished the report, ad­
dressed the audience for a few momenta.

The Rev. I. Sutcliffe moved the first resolution. 
He adverted to his own religious career, to the 
fact that the great mercy of God had found him 
out, to his early desire that others should enjoy 
the great salvation, and to hia having been made, 
on his first attempt at preaching, the instrument 
of leading two individual» to Christ. He rejoiced 
in the fact that God had raised up men so hon­
oured as the advocates of the mission cause, and 
that auch blessed results had already followed 
from missionary effort, and argued that these 
were auch tokens of the Divine favour, that w 
might anticipate far wider and more glorious 
triumphs.

The Rev. C. Comben seconded this resolution 
He spoke of his familiarity with the work in 
Newfoundland, of the varied success which had 
been won in that deeply interesting field of lab­
our, of many men whom he now saw around him, 
whose honoured names were familier as house­
hold word* in thst lend ; men who had laboured 
and had not fainted, and of the broad fields for 
evangelistic toil in that land, calling for the means 
of support for labourer» therein. He adverted 
to his very pleasing labours in the mission work 
on the Labrador shore, and gave interesting de­
tails as to the success cf that work.

The Rev. J. England moved ibe second reso­
lution, and very briefly alluded to the memories 
awakened in hi* own breast by Mr. Com ban's 
address. He had spent many years ot pleasant 
toil in Newfoundland.

The Rev. A. W. Turner in seconding this re­
solution thought il he could be eloquent it all,

The Conference Missionary 
Meeting.

The annual meeting of the Wesleyan Mission­
ary Society in connexion with the Conference of 
Eastern British America was held in Lingley 
Hall, Sackville N. B., on Wednesday June 22nd 
commencing at 7 P. M. The Rev. W. L. Thorn­
ton, A.M., President of the Conference occupied 
the chair.

The meeting wa» opened by singing the hymn 
commencing, “ Jesus the name high over all," 
and by prayer by the Rev. Dr. Richey.

The President said, Reverend Fathers end 
Brethren, and Christian Friends, I trust the day 
will never come when I shall not consider it a 
high and sacred privilege to attend a Missionary 
Meeting, I regard this aa among the richest 
means of grace, and I hope the day will come 
when our Missionary Meetings will be regarded 
as means of promoting the revival of the work 
of God at home, as well as of aiding the ex­
chequer of the work abroad. I would remind 
you that we are told “ Jesus rejoiced in «pint.” 
What was the occasion ? It wae not when the 
disciples had been dazzled by some splendid 
miracle, it was not when He was saluted by chil­
dren, crying, “Hosanna to the Son of David," 
not when the multitude! were ready to proclaim 
him a king, when the disciples wiahed to crown 
Him. It waa when He held the first missionary 
meeting, when the seventy missionaries whom 
the I-ord first sent out returned with a narrative 
of their mission, and said, “ Lord, even the 
devils are subject unto us throunh thy name.” 
And he said unto them, “ I beheld satan as 
lightning fsll from heaven." And we are told, 
“ In that hour Jesus rejoiced in spirit.” Every 
one must feel a flow of sympathy with the mis­
sionary enterprise on an occasion like this. We 
meet to erect a monumentary column, and to 
write upon it our Ebenezer ; but we must not 
say that our work is done. We have the clear­
est indications that it is only begun. If the po­
pulation of the globe be tw elve hundred millions, 
as is the estimate of some writers on the contin­
ent of Europe, or one thousand millions—ac­
cording to the estimate of others—it will be hard 
to suppose that two hundred millions of these 
are nominal Christiana. From this number 
large deductions are to be made—ten millions 
for the Greek Church, and scores of millions for 
the adherents of the Romish Church, besides 
smaller bodies of erroriata—before you have 
those among whern missionary effort is not 
eagerly demanded. But even among Protes­
tants how many there are who do not bear the 
marks of a vital Christianity. And here the 
missionary spirit is sadly wanting. Every man 
whose heart has been touched wilh divine love 
must feel a desire to make known the love of 
God to others. The true church finds its em­
blem in the golden candlestick of the sanctuary, 
composed of the finest gold, yet not having a 
•park of light in itself, but affording light through 
the supply of holy oil. The divine oil must be 
supplied in order llwt the church may be a liv­
ing church. Not unto us, O Lord, not unto our 
fathers, not unto the founders of missionary so­
cieties, not unto angels,the noblest of the cheru­
bim, the brightest of the *e raphim, not unto 
these, but to “ Thy name give glory.” With­
out the aid of the Holy Spirit our labour must 
be without avail. However we may toil in the 
cultivation of the earth we wait the exercise cf 
the powers of nature. Only then we have the 
jo-oua spring, or rejoice in the bright summer, 
or receive the bounties of the rich autumn. 
Only as God blesses, can we say, Lo the winter 
ia past, t1 e rain is over and gone, the flowers 
appear on the earth, the time of the ringing of the 
birds is come, and the voice of the turtle is heard 
in our land. I would congratulate all who love 
the Redeemer that though our work is only be­
gun, it is begun in the name of the Lord whose 
woik it ia. We remember the glowing language 
of the challenge, *■ Who is this that cometh from 
Edom, with dyed garments from Bczrah, this 
that is glorious iy his apparel travelling in the 
greatness of his strength ?” and we have heard 
the answer of the Redeemer, “ I that apeak in 
righteousness, mighty to save." We ask, 
•• Wherefore art thou red in thine apparel, and 
thy garments like him that treadeth in the wine- 
fat ?" and he answers, “ I have trodden the 
winepress alone, and of the people there wae 
none with me." Yea ! and if Christ were now 
alone, not an angel or a saint with him, lie must 
gain the victory.

He cries “ all power is given unto me in Heaven 
and in earth,” and the all-glorioua Father eaya, 
“ Those hast loved righteousness, and hated 
iniquity, therefore God, even thy God, hath an­
ointed Thee with the oil of gladness above Thy 
fellow»."

Wc aland on high vantage ground. Never 
had we such a high position of usefulness ; never 
was the church so filled with missionary feeling, 
never more confident of victory, we write upon 
our banner, " Jesus, the first and the last,” and 
the name ol Jesua was never preached in vain, 
from the burning sands of Africa to the frigid 
pole. “ I have lasted honey, I have tasted sugar, 
but never have I tasted aught so sweet as the 
name of Jesus,” was the cry of one but recently 
enlightened by the gospel. When after eleven 
years of effort in preaching the duties of moral­
ity, the Moravian missionaries, feeling the want 
of result began to preach a present salvation by 
Christ, on* Greenlander started from hia «cat 
and cried, “ How ia that? tell me that again,” 
and when afterwards he had found Christ he 
went to a feast in which the return of the sun 
was being celebrated, and exclaimed, “ O friends, 
I have another joy, another eon has risen upon 
me, another light has shined in my heart ; for­
merly I cared not for the gospel, but now, when 
I speak of Jesus my heart grows soft aa the 
eider fowls bosom." The Tongueee having ob­
tained salvation, went out and cried, “ The 
Lord has come, the Lord baa come,” and the 
New Zealanders have gone into the forest and 
carved the names of Jesus on the tree*. Minds 
from every quarter of the earth come together, 
drawn by the new polar force, the magnetism 
of the power ol Him who bath said, “ and I, if 
1 be lifted up, will draw all men unto me.”

Archbishop Tillotaon once said, “ I cannot 
imagine that in these days any one will be 
taiaed up who will be willing to go to the 
South Sea Islands ; but if it be ao I should ex­
pect to see the gift of tongues. Better views 
now obtain than were held by the men of 
Carey’» time. Carey wa* a poor mechanic, 
mending shoe, ,-be did not, I believe aspire to 
maks them, for when many years after on the 
occasion of his dining with some inm 
official* ia India, some one eekgj tf I*. Qmwy

they tritd to be happy in the er j 
privileges.

The Rev. Robinson Scott of Dublin, in moving 
the third resolution, »aul, Mr. President, yonr 
introductory remarks spread before my mind’s 
eye the great field which we are called to culti­
vate, and made me feel that a greater work is 
committed to ua thau that which the Apostles 
had ; certainly there are more inhabiting the 
heathen world now than there were then. 1 
seem to hear the Master’s voice, saying tous, 
“ Go and tell the six hundred millions who wor­
ship lords many and gods many, that these goda 
shall perish, that the God who made the hea­
ven» and the earth is the one living and true 
God.” Again, I feel that the command of the 
master is, “ Go and tell the one hundred and 
fifty millions who worship one God, whom 
they ignorantly worship, that Christ is one with 
the Father, go and turn them from the crescent 
—the emblem of a bloodstained triumph, and 
tell them that Christ reigns and triumphs by Hia 
love. Then go to the dispersed of Israel, and 
say, that “ Jesua whom they crucified is both 
Lord and Christ, and bid them greet him with 
their Hosannas.” Nay, I look at a nominal 
Christianity, and I ace a vast system of supersti­
tion, and I would go and tell its victims, that 
there is no other name given under heaven where­
by we can he saved; but the name of Jesus ; that 
none but God can forgive sins, that their privi­
lege is to draw nigh to God through the one 
Mediator which he hath appointed. We are to go 
to a nominal Christianity., and tell its adherents, 
that the greater our privileges, the deeper will 
he our condemnation if we neglect the great 
salvation ; we are to go to the out-casts every­
where, and tell them, that Christ Jesus came into 
the world to save sinners. Need I say, that this 
is a great work.

Y'ou dwelt, Sir, on cur work, in increased re­
sources, the encouragements afforded, and I 
thought when you had finished “ That is enough 
for any Missionary meeting." But I felt that I 
should like to hear from our brethren here in re­
gard to the work among them, and appeal to 
you, Sir, to do all you can for Newfoundland, 
New Brunswick, and the other fields of la­
bour under their care. Alt churches are charged 
with the great commission, and just in propor­
tion as a church is non-missionary does it become 
a dead church. It may have a body, but it has 
not the living soul. We have the promise ol 
Christ, “ Lo ! I am wilh you always.” But He 
promises more. He promises ultimate success, 
it may seem long in coming, but a thousand 
years arc with the Lord as one day. W hen that 
day will come I know not, but it will come, for 
the mouth of the Lord hath spoken it. I think 
it is clearly taught that before the general coo 
version of the Jews, there shall lie a great inga­
thering of the Gentiles ; but the Christian church 
is to be purified before the great Gentile harvest. 
First, then, the woman clothed in scarlet, the 
church of the mystic Babylon, is to be over­
thrown. As far as it is a political system it may 
be overthrown suddenly, but as fur as it is a sy s­
tem of error it must be subdued by the preach' 
ing pf the gospel. Had Romanism the power, 
would we be thus holding our Missionary meet­
ing to-night ? Would we have our schools, our 
churches, our free Bibles ? Ask the Wickliffes, 
and the Tyndalls of a former age. Where is 
there to be found a dominant Popery, and a liv­
ing Christianity side by side ? I love Roman 
Catholics. I shake them by the hand, and tell 
them I love them ; and as long as I have tra­
velled through Ireland, and intimately as I have 
mingled with the people, I have never received 
one word of insult. But I dislike Popery. The 
Pope has long been trying to plant his system in 
England ; he is anxious to get a certain family 
of our race, the g real Anglo-Saxon family, but 
somehow it is exce-dingly rebellious. He claims 
to be the sovereign of the whole earth ; and 
liecause he could not secure England and her 
people, he pronounced long ago a curse upon 
them, and ever gjnee the days of Elizabeth we 
have been looking for the effect of that curae, 
but it does not come—it won’t curse for liim. 
He has tried to get English workers trained for 
his purpose, but neither the English nor the 
American character will make good priests for 
him. So he has another plan. In Ireland, be­
sides Maynooth sustained by a large imperial 
subsidy, there are some nine or ten colleges, in 
which Irishmen are taught English, in order that 
they may go forth and reach the Anglo-Saxon 
mind. In fact, Ireland ia regarded as s great 
stronghold of popery. One of their so-called 
Saints said long since, " Romanism will surely 
fall elsewhere, if it ever fall in Ireland.” I have 
no faith in their prophetical power, but I have 
faith in their sagacity, and 1 believe that if you 
take away the propagandise» of Ireland, you 
take away the chief labourera of this system.

The Rev. J. K. Nsrrsway seconded this reso­
lution, in an earnest address which we have not 
space to report.

The Rev. J. Hart moved, and the Rev. C. 
Stewart seconded, the fourth resolution, and the 
meeting was closed by pronouncing the benedic­
tion.

From our English Correspondent.
Probability* of tear—The Alabama—The Lon­

don season—Prince of Wales—Probable Wes­
leyan Appointments—St. Aidan'i College.
The aspect of the political sky is at the present 

moment exceedingly troubled. The prospect be­
fore Europe, and before England in particular,is 
anything but that of peace and tranquility. It 
may be that our apprehension of strife and blood­
shed are destined to be falsified by the event. It 
may be that a merciful Providence will see fit to 
interpose, and prevent the calamity of this coun­
try being embroiled in a war with the German 
StiLea. But the Conference which met to aettle 
the Danish question, has broken up without com­
ing to any result. Neither the Prussian on the 
one side, nor the Danes on the other, will agree 
to submit the question in dispute to the de­
cision of a neutral Power. Hostilities, which 
have been suspended during the sittings of the 
Conference, will be recommenced between the 
Prussians end Denes in two or three deys ; and 
it will then devolve upon the British Parliament 
to decide whether a naval force shall be sent to 
assist the Danish fleet in the waters of the Bal­
tic. A considerable squadron is now at the mouth 
of the Thames taking in stores,and munitions,and 
provisions of ell kinds ; and although no official 
statement ha* been made beyond the general de­
claration of Lord Palmerston that the British 
fleet is reedy for any service that may be requir­
ed of it, yet it cannot but be conjectured that 
these vessels are being got ready for operations 
in the Baltic. The war party ia ostensibly heed­
ed by Lord Derby and the Tories. But it it be­
lieved that Lord Palmerston himself, now that 
all negotiation» for peace have proved nugatory, 
i* by no mesne unwilling to administer to the 
Prussians the threshing which their perfidy end 
extortions so richly deserve. It is impossible to

y redid the result. Speaking generally the aris­
tocracy and the land owners are disposed to go to 
w.,i ; ine mercantile and commercial classes are 
almost to a men for the dfsintenance of peace ; 
while the working clartés are divided between 
the two opinion*.

The destruction of the Alabama has excited 
immense interest here. The report of the guns, 
in the quiet of the Sunday forenoon, the weather 
also being fine, was distinctly heard upon our 
own coast». Beyond the momentary excite­
ment caused by this affair, public attention has 
been, during the last few days, almost withdrawn 
from American affairs in consequence of the ab­
sorbing interest of matters nearer home. CapE 
S, mines has been for two or three days almost 
as popular at Southampton as Garibaldi him­
self. He has been invited to a public dinner at 
Liverpool, but I have not heard that he haa ac­
cepted the invitation. More than half of the en­
tire crew of the Alabama were rescued from 
drowning by the boats of the Kearsage, and 
landed in safety at Cherbourg. But the rescued 
Southerners, it appears, have not evinced much 
gratitude to their deliverers. So great is 
the animostiy between the rival sc arisen, that it 
has been with difficulty that acts of violence an.l 
slaughter have been prevented when they have 
happened to meet in the streets of Cherbourg. 
“ A bro'her offended is harder to be won than a 
strong.city." Every indication seems to point 
out that! he differences between North and South, 
sofar from being lessened, or in any way rendered 
more tractable by the long and tedious progress 
of the conflict, are at the present moment more 
bitter, more exasjierated, more irreconcilable 
than ever. Nor does any ray of light as yet 
appear to dawn upon the horrible Cimmerian 
darkness of this fratricidal contest.

We are now in the height of the London sea­
son. All tha grandees ol England are in town. 
The parks are impassable with aristocratic eques­
trians of both sexes, and with carriages of the 
titled and the wealthy ; when a levee or a draw­
ing room is held at 8t. James’s palace, the ap­
proaches for a mile or more are literally choked up 
with splendid vehicles and the beauty and fash­
ion of England are obliged to wait two, three, 
and even four hours in the streets before they 
can take their turn to alight at the palace gate, or 
to enter their carriages in return. It appears to 
be a system on these occasions to invite five 
aix times as many as the rooms can by possibil­
ity contain, and the heat and squeezing are un­
endurable. But what will not people undergo 
for the honour of being introduced to royalty ? 
The Queen has appeared once or twice in public 
lately. On Tuesday, for the first time since her 
husband's death, she drove through London in 
on open carriage. Her Majesty looked very 
much flushed and excited, as if the effort of fac­
ing the people were too great. The Prince and 
Princess of Wales have a hard time of it. They 
are expected to he present everywhere and to do 
everything, and the constant round of fashion­
able life has told severely upon the appearance 
of the Princess. The royal couple nevertheless 
are far from insensible to the charms of domes­
tic life. Mr. Halle the eminent pianist, was in 
professional attendance the other day at Marl­
borough House, when the Prince entered the 
room, and in his frank and joviil manner en­
quired, *• Ah, Hallo, have you seen the baby ?” 
The professor replied that he had not bad that 
honour. “ Oh then,” rejoined the Prince, “ you 
ought to see him, for be is quite a musician. 
Whenev. r his mother plays the piano he kicks 
and crows in the finest style imaginable." The 
royal infant was forthwith brought for the inspec­
tion of the gratified musician.

Touching Wesleyan intelligence, I have not 
much to speak of in the present letter beyond 
what you may gather from the Ilecorder or the 
Watchman. It is usual, when the Conference has 
ao nearly approached, to hear a good deal of talk 
respecting the election of President. This year 
ia an exception to the general rule. Everybody 
appears to understand that Mr. Thornton will be 
President. Nothing is likely to prevent this is­
sue unless some unexpected event should delay 
his arrival in this country. But this it so little 
anticipated that the question of any second name 
is not seriously entertained in any quarter. If 
Mr. Thornton should be elevated to the chair, 
hia position as the first of the assistant secreta­
ries to the Conference will necessarily fall va­
cant. It wili probably be filled up by the appoint­
ment of the Rev. John Bedford, the active, ener­
getic, and indefatigable secretary of our Gene­
ral Chapel Committee.

It seems also to be pretty well understood that 
the vacancy in the management of the Book 
Room, occasioned by the death of Mr. Mason, 
will he tilled up by the appointment of Dr. Job- 
son. Dr. Johson is eloquent and effective in the 
pulpit, and some have thought it a pity to ab­
stract such a roan from circuit work, at a time 
when there is ao universal a demand for pulpit 
excellence. It ia therefore possible that the pro­
posal may not be unopposed at the Conference, 
but practically there ia scarcely any doubt of hie 
being appointed. The feeling is widely spread 
that our Book Room ia behind the requirements 
of the age ; that we might as a body, launch out 
more boldly, as for example the Religious Tract 
Society has done ; that our books might be more 
tastefully anil more cheaply got up; and that 
such a policy , instead of endangering any portion 
of the income which the Connexion now derives 
from the sale of its books, would tend, directly 
and surely, to augment that income. When it 
is seen that a body like the Primitive Methodists, 
with far less than half our number of members, 
and with scarcely a tenth of our wealth, can 
make a profit of £2000 per annum upon their 
connexions! books, we surely ought not to be sa­
tisfied with the meagre £4000 or there abouts 
which our Book Room has hitherto yielded. It 
would not be either safe or desirable to make 
any sudden or violent change in the arrange­
ments, hut everybody is hoping to see a steady 
and rapid expansion of the concern.

Oar newspapers, the last two or three weexa, 
have been full of correspondence about the invi­
tation issued to Wesleyan ministers by the Prin­
cipal of St. Aidan’a College, Dr. Ray lee. Thia 
is a College connected wilh the evangelical party 
in the Established Church where young men are 
educated for holy orders. Instigated by one or 
two who have left our ministry for the Church, 
Dr. Bsylee has been led lo imagine that there 
exists a strong desire on the part of our brethren 
to enter the ministry of the establishment. He 
has accordingly sent to moat of our y ounger min­
isters, a circular letter, offering admission to his 
college without the usual preliminary examina­
tion», and en reduced terms. There has beer; 
quite an outburst of indignation on the part of 
the brethren ao addressed ; and poor Dr. Baylet 
by this time wishes, no doubt, that he bad been 
better advised. The prevalent feeling in our 
body, both among ministers and people, ia de­
cidedly leas deferential to the Establishment than 
in by gone years. W.

field of toil. His allusion to the contrast „ 
exhibited in the number of ministers, metnb,ri 
in Society, and churches, at the present tin,, 
and their number tuent y years since, was grsti' 
tying «> every lover of Zion, and reminded vs 
uf what God had wrought. True, some of th„„ 
who were the pioneers in the glorious work of 
evangelism have fallen asleep, and rest from their 
labours in heaven, where, they mingle with thou, 
sands from this Island, who through their in 
strumentulity «ere brought to tied, jet, th, 
mantle of the departed fathers have fallen up^ 
their sons in the gospel, who by God's grsceen­
deavour to walk by the same rule, and to mind 
the same things. Bro. Dove, the Financial Se­
cretary was elected District Secretary, and Bn, 
Harris the Journal Secretary. At the com­
mencement of the Meeting all the brethren, with 
one exception were present. It was felt to h, 
cause of devout gratitude to oar heavenly 
Father, that none of our Ministers had died 
during the year ; yet, one had been called to pus 
through scenes of deepest grief and heretre- 
ment, to whom the affectionate sympathy of the 
brethren was as a healing balm to his troubled 
soul. Our venerable father Nightingale who has 
borne the burden and heat of the day, and is 
now grown gray and feeble in his Master’s ser- 
vice, was present at the Sittings as often si po«. 
sible, and took a lively interest in the proceed­
ings. The District pruy that his end may he 
blessedly triumphant, and his reward grest in 
heaven.

The various reports of the religious conditio» 
of our Circuits and Mission Stations were ee 
the whole cheering, ns were also the Sunday and 
Day-achoo! reports. From many parts of the 
District the cry is heard, “ Come over and help 
us." There are hundreds of our hardy popula­
tion residing in secluded coves and harbours, 
who seldom or never hear the pure gospel of 
Christ, and have none to guide their wandering 
feet into the path of pence. A great amount of 
purely missionary work has yet to be done, and 
there is an earnest desire on the part of the Dis­
trict to lurniah the destitute end perishing with 
the bread of life ; but, the limited means at our 
command compel us, unwillingly to postpone for 
the present, occupying these inviting fields, and 
to pray more fervently that God would arise and 
plead hia owu cause.

The brethren in reviewing the past year’s 
labor for Christ, were thankful that they bad not 
spent their atrength for nought. On some Cir­
cuits the Holy Spirit had been poured out, and 
accessions to the Saviour's fold were reported. 
Especially was this the case on the St. John’* 
Circuit, where God in the plenitude of hie grace 
had exceeded the expectations of hia people, 
and wrought great things,for which We are glad. 
The various services held during the Sitting! of 
the District were seasons of refreshing from the 
presence of the Lord. The Luvefeaet, which 
was largely attended, was verily a time of the 
Saviour’s passing hy. The sermons on the Sab­
bath by brethren Shim atone. Teed, Gaetz and 
Rogers, were accompanied with divine power 
and heavenly unction.

The subject on Sabbath evening “ Labour for - 
God, and il» reward,” was calculated to impress 
upon the hearts of believers a sense of tlhti^res­
ponsibility, and to kindle in their breasts an jn- ‘ 
tense desire to work while it is day. The Sacra­
mental service was one of deep solemnity, and 
crowned with the rpec ial presence of Him who 
was dead and is alive for evermore.

For 
many year» 1 had thought of giving the result 
of these observation* to the world, but delayed
