Crowds assembled in
the streets and sang the “Interna-
tionale.” They refused to disperse
and were charged by Hussars. Five
Ilussa'rs were killed and for‘ty injured,
and about 40 civilians were killed and
300. armed with -revelvers were ar-
rested.
