THE TISHERY TREATY DEBATE.

"The fishery debate is now on. Sir
Charles opened this debate on Tuesday
with a speech of extraordinary power
and ability, {raversing the whole ques-
tion of the fisheries dispate. ITe wa
followed by Mr. Davies of P, E
Island, who denounced the treaty.
Mpr. Davies is a fluent speaker and the
recognized leader of the Opposition in
the Maritime Provinces, His speech
however, on Tuesday night did him no
credit. He assured the house that the
treaty was everything that was bad.
Canada’s rights had been surrandered to
the United States, in fact for the ask-
ing. _After denouneing the Govern-
ment for two hours, Mr. Davies con-
cluded his speech by expressing the
bape that the “treaty would be rati-
fied,” and that many of the concessions
in the treaty rhould have been granted
years ago. Mr. Davies must have been
convinced by his own speech that the
treaty is a good one. He was followed
by Minister of Justice Thompson in
one of the ablest speeches that has been
heard for years in the IHouse. ‘As a
reference —appeared  last week 1o
the debate I forego further references
to it for the pvesent, further than to
say there will not likely be a decision,
orif theve is the, Government’s major-
ity will be over seventy.

A NOVEL CRAFT,

THE TIMBER SHIP WHION MR. ROBERT-
SON IS BUILDING AT JOGGINS,

H. "R, Robettson; svhe built the big
raft of logs ut Joggins Jast spring, has
beenat work for several months, on a
totally new kind of craft designed to
accomplish the ot in teving which
the rafi wasa - . .~ Mr. Roberts’n
said toa rep‘x‘r: “New York wants
more piling,: cheaper. piling and
longer piling than it now gets. Nova
Scotia has the article in endless pro-
fusion; it is growing there - faster than
we can carry it away ‘in schooners,
Even if these small crafts’ cauld trans-
port the lengths vequived, which “is to-
tally out of the-question,.] know  this
mauch now, ifvafts cannot be tawed
from the Joggins shore to New York
timber ships et be,” and it is a timber
ship Mr. Robertson s now building.
Lo-day the *timbership’ is. more than
half bailt, and your correspondent has
Mr. Robertson's word for it that she
shall be launched arly indune.

England still’ continues to reap the
chiet marine beneflts accruing from the
existence of the Suez Canal, in which,
as the resalt of a bold stroke of policy
on the part of the late Lord Beacons-
fleld, she is a large and controllin
shareholder.  OF the 895,840 shares o
the company, 176,602 were purchased
