HEALYBut Are Brought to Terms by 
Rifle Shots.

Leavenworth, Kans., March 20, via 
Skagwây, March 26.—Eighty-four 
victs working in the Lansing state coal 
mines mutinied yesterday and held 15 
wardens as hostages. They demanded 
better food and threatened to kill the 
wardens if their demands.' were not 
complied with. Warden Tomlinson re­
fused all day and night to comply with 
the demands of the convicts and assured 
them that nothing short of absolute 
surrender would be accepted.

After 48 hours Tomlinson, 
panied by an armed guard entered the 
shaft which the convicts had barri­
caded. A volly of rifle shots was fired 
which frightened the convicts suffi­
ciently to induce them to surrender.

George St. Cyr, the man convicted 

of the murder of James Davis 
HootalTnqua last November and who, 
upon the verdict of a jury of his peers, 
was sentenced by Justice Dugas to be 
banged on June 7th, will not hang, a 
commutation of the sentence having 
been received by Sheriff R. J. Eilbeck 
at a late hour yesterday afternoon. The 
message to the sheriff was by wire and 
is as follows :

Ottawa, March 20, via Bennett, 
March 25.—The Sheriff of Yukon Terri - 
tory, Dawson : I am commanded to in­
form you that his excellency the gov­
ernor general has thought fit to com­
mute to life imprisonment in the guard 
room of the Northwest mounted police 
at Dawson, Y.T., the sentence of death 
passed upon one George St. Cyr, by 
Mr. Justice Dugas. Please wire receipt 
of this telegram, which I am confirm­
ing by today’s mail.

Since sentence was imposed nearly 
two months ago St. Cyr has failed very 
noticably, being now much thinner 
than before and of a sallow, wan ap­
pearance, doubtless superinduced by 
brooding over his approaching death 
by the gallows.
