Constitutes the Leading Topic
in British Politics.

§¢ Will Do Much te Pepularize the Govern-
ment ireland — Liberals Think Nt
Will Help Them Rather Tham the

e -L rds Wil Be Sted
to the Extent of £250,000, and Temants
Will Be Relieved ol £300,000

London, May 24.—The scheme of the Gov-
ernment for the rellef of Ircland, as out-
lined in the House of Commons yesterday
by the First Lord of the Treasury, Mr. A
J. Balfour, was sprung as a surprise upon
most of the members and Is the leading
toplc for discussion In the political world
to-dny. Both parties attributed it to the
fufluence of Joseph Chamberlain, the Secre-
tary of State for the Colonies, and it Is ad-
mitted by all that it will do much to popu-
larize the Government in Ircland. and also
among its progressist supporters In Hng-
land.

On the other hand, many Liberals belleve
it will help them rather than the Unlonists,
for, If It I8 a success, It will disarm the op-
position to Home Rule.

Under the scheme the landlorgs will re-
celve about £250,000 yearly, d the ten-
ants will be relieved of about £400,000 of
yearly taxation. It Is understood that the
project was approved at Thursday's Cablnet
councll, and that before it Is submitted to
Parliament its salicnt features will be com-
municated in confidence to the leading Irish
lundlords,

E:lhl tribute to the genius of Sir Walter
seott; and before he had fairly regained
breath he was treading the rish  bog,
where English statesmen have been flonnd-
ering and blundering for generations, He,
lowever ,was on solld ground, and never
faltered except to remodel his sentences
midway, after the English fashion. ‘The
Government's refusal to extend the bene-
fits of the Rating Act to Ireland bad
created a bad Impression, because it m-
volved a discrimination agalnst the Island
which could not be logleally
justified. Mr. Balfour transformed
this refusal into i statesmanlike
concession. He has promised to glive money
next year in a large subvention, by which

Both these
measures are I)romlu»d for the next session,
and all the Irish bills now pending are
withdrawn, Mr. Chamberlain undoubtedly
s the real author of this policy, as he ‘s
algo responsibd for the conversion of the
Employers' Liabllity Bill Into a measure
which the trades unions can heartily sup-
port. This is a stroke of pelitical art by
which financial relief to the taxpayer is
provided simultaneously with the ref
of the antiguated system of local govern-
ment of Ireland. One problem Is set against
the other, and each helps to solve the oth-
er. The dexterity of this policy Is admir-
able, since it appeals to all classes of tax-
payers In the Island, and enables the Gov-
ernment to carry out English principles of
local government reform under cover of
financial relief.

“Lord Sallsbury cares for nothing except
the Intricacles of European diplomacy, and
Mr. Balfour Is half the time asleep In the
Commons and longing for a hollday for
golf.
