All down through this thousand feet of
blue there is a peculiar coldmess. At the
very mos$, the varies ugh
winter and summer not more than six
degrees. Winter and summer, this great
lake never changes to any appreciable ex-
tent, so that if you dip your finger tips
in the blue surface on & day in July. or
if you tess it sofne day in early winter
when you have been out on some belated,
jos-mailed fishing-smack, or when you
have gone out to watch the fishermen

pearing their 14 h the thiok
jos in mid-January, you will find buta
trifiing difference in the temperature.
Away down at the bottom, too, there is
but listle variation in the temperature,
for it stands at nearly 40 degrees Fahren-
heis at the bottom, and varies from 40 to
46 winter and sugmer, at the
surface. The other lakes, though cold,
are not in this respect like Superior.

The whole bottom of the lake is be-
lleved $o be a strong rock basin, though
{6 would seem that there must be great
springs as the bottom to help keep up the
enormous volume of water. From the
porth there is a large amount of water
pouring into the lake year in ana year
out; the swift-rushing, narrow-banked
Nlpﬁo- and other st¥eams furnishing no

part of she supply. These streams
in a large measure make up the loss
from the surface. One of the old lake
captains, s bronzed, kindly-faced man
who had been for 85 years on the lakes,
and had faced death many a time in the
trightful storms which sometimes sweep
across these beautiful bodies of water,
told me, as we were passing along one
day near the north coast of Superior,
with the headlands and inlets and glossy
green bluffs of that most pioturesque
shore in full view, that the theory that
the lake was slowly going down in size
was true. He maintained that he could
tell from oertain landmarks along the
shores, with which he is as familiar @s he
would be with the streets of his old Scot
tish birthplace, that the lake was slowly
—very slowly—bus surely receding. How-
ever, 16 will be sume centuries yet before
there will be any appreociable lessening of
the great lakes, so that we need not be
ooncerned.

Strange as it may seem, the lake has
tides, too, well-defined tides, discovered
in 1860. It is what is called a self-regist-
ering tide, with a resulnr flux and reflux
wave, so the solentific men say, by the
gun and moon.

New Wire Fencing.

The Reporter had the privilege on
Saturday last of watching the National
Fence Company of Lyn, Ont., turn out
their 6rst bundle of fence wire. The
machinery is located in the second flat
of the. Lyn Agricultureal Works and is
quite a large and complicated piece of
mechanism. The patterns were made
in Lyn and thc castings and machine
work were turned out by Mr. McNish
for the patentees. The ‘machine re-
quires two  men to operate it, the
power being furnished by. a steam en-
gine located in the basement of the
building. The finished proluct is made
for a fence four feet in height and has
seven double strands with inter-locking
brace wires every ten or twelve inches
The fence is very neat in appearance,
and will form an effectual barrier to
horses, cawtle, sheep or pigs. The new
wire is claimed to be able to hold a
ton weight. There are no barbs to tear
stock coming in contact with it. The
manufacturers claim that when they get
everything in good working order that
two men can turn out 100 rods of
fencing per day. The new and untried
machine just started worked to the
satisfaction of the operators aud the
edification of a large number of spect-
ators. Mr. G. P. McNish, who fur
nishes the building and power for the
McCracken Bros. (owners of the Dom |
inion patent and who will run the
machinery), will shortly call on the
farmers of Leeds and Grenville and
take orders for this new and, we be-
lieve, first-class fence.
