BROKE JAIL AT SEATTLE.

The most daning jail delivery that
probably ever took place on the Pa-
cific coast occurred at Seattle on Sun-
day night, when 10 prisoners escaped
from the jail. They were led by Frank
Hamilton, alias Thomas Blanck, the
convicted murderer of constable Wm.
Jeffrey and Chas. H. Birdwell! The
'manner of the escape was most dar-
ing. Some 20 or 30 prisoners were kept
in the jail dn a room 'which formed
a steel cage. This is enclosed within
the walls, while in the room the cells
are again secured. Entering the room
the guard had to pass through three
doors, all of which he regulated by
rcombination levers. As he did so on
Sunday evening, Blanck stepped up to
.the inner railings and pointing what
