Indians are ugly 
and the settlers determinedly serious.

Benedictines and Beer-^Dlrect Wire to 
Mexico, v

Washington, Aug., 29.—The protest 
against the manufacture and sale of beer 
by the Benedictines of St Vincent’s 
Abbey, of Beattie, Pa., is still under con­
sideration by Archbishop Satolli. A 
second protest has been received here, 
this time coming from the Temperance 
Society of Buffalo of which Rev. Father 
Zurcher is president. Mgr. Satolli has 
sent a letter to the Benedictines referring 
to Ôie complaints. They have forwarded 
a response saying there was no scandal 
connected with the sale of. beer which 
they stated was done merely to cover the 
cost of manufacture for their own con­
sumption and the expense of the Internal 
revenue tax. The total amount manu­
factured, it stated, was in the neighbor­
hood of four barrels a week which they 
regarded as an insignificant output The 
Benedictines announce, however, their 
readiness to see what can be done in 
the matter to quiet criticisms. A second 
letter has Just reached the Archbishop 
in which the Benedictines refer to a 
pamphlet circulated in Pennsylvania 
criticizing their production of beer 
and ' reiterate their attitude already 
outlined. Mgr. Satolli has not so far for­
mulated any definite- opinion in regard to 
the matter.

The Post this morning says: "For the 
first time in the history of American 
newspapers a direct wire for the trans­
mission of news connects the. capitol of 
the United States and the capitol of 
Mexiço.

It contained the clothing of the 
girls which he wanted to dispose of be­
fore taking them to Toronto, where they 
were murdered. Mrs. Pietzel, mother of 
the murdered boy, was telegraphed at 
Galva, Ills., and identified the trunk 
and boy’s coat Other articles which be­
longed to him have also been found in 
the chimney hole. Coroner Carter took 
charge of the bones and held an inquest, 
at which the officers and others testi­
fied. The Grand Jury is in session, and 
Judge McCray ordered it to proceed at 
once taking testimony, and to-day wit­
nesses will be examined. The court said 

effort would be made to bring
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Holmes here for trial.

A Herald special from Little Rock, 
Ark., says: J. C. Allen, alias Caldwell, 
the horse thief, now here, has made a 
statement to Warden Moore regarding 
his knowledge of H. H. Holmes and his 
operations. In the course of his state­
ment he said tie met Holmes in Tennes­
see in 1892, and met Pietzel in Chicago 
later.
Williams, who was living with Holmes 
as his wife, was present at the meeting 
In St. Joseph, Mo., -of Holmes, Pietzel 
and himself.

The Minnie Williams property in Fort 
Worth was then and there deeded to 
Allen by Minnie Williams. The deal was 
made with the distinct understanding 
that it was to be a swindling operation. 
Allen thinks Minnie Williams was per­
suaded or scared into making a transfer 
of property by Holmes. In a few days 
the property was transferred by Allen 
to Pietzel, Holmes making the transfer 
without Allen’s knowledge or consent. 
Then, Allen continued, the party, with 
the exception of Miss Williams went to 
Fort Worth where they were Joined by 
Pat Quinlan. The latter and Holmes 
talked of a plan to kill Pietzel who had 
$10,000 insurance on his life, because he 
was drinking and apt to talk too much, 
and also knew too much. Allen was to 
assist, and a trunk was bought in Fort 
Worth in which to put the body. Pietzel 
was then in Kansas City. At this point, 
Allen -says, Holmes patted Allen on the 
back and said, "Mascot, it is $1,000 and a 
trip to Long Branch, from there to Cali­
fornia and more buildings.” Pietzel was 
to be "fixed” in Chicago. Holmes asked 
Allen to insure his life for $10,000 which 
Holmes was to collect in his own pecu­
liar way, but Allen thought of the large 
trunk bought for Pietzel and would not 
do it. He declared that he then parted 
company with Holmes and has not seen 
him since. He absolutely denies having 
participated in any murders. Allen eays 
the last he saw of Minnie Williams was 
at St. Joseph, Mo., at the meeting refer­
red to. He thinks she went to India as 
he saw letters from her and knows 
Holmes sent $1,600 to her there. Refer­
ring to the castle, Allen says: "It was 
used for a death trap. I heard Holmes 
and Quinlan talking about putting people 
out of the way. A stranger to the city 
during the World’ Fair was decoyed into 
the castle and murdered for his money. 
He did not have as much money as 
Holmes thought, only $3,500. A bright 
little boy was enticed into the castle dur­
ing the Fair and held in a room for five 
days for a reward for his recovery.” Nt 
reward being offered, they were afraid 
to let him out, and gas was turned on 
into the room at night and he *vas suf­
focated. I was not in Chicago when An­
nie Williams was killed, but was at the 
castle two or three- days afterwards. 
Holmes and Quinlan ■ calmly discussed 
the manner of her murder to me. 
Holmes' version was that che wes-knock- 
ed in the head with a stool by Minnie 
Williams and. then given some drug by 
Holmes to make her die easy. The cause 
of killing, as explained by Holmes, 
that one of the girls must be put out of 
the way and that he could manage Min­
nie easier than he could Annie. Minnie 
Williams was crazy in love with Holmes, 
and jealous of her sister, as Holmes was 
paying her some attention, too. and he 
took particular pains to increase the 
jealousy and work her up to the point 
of killing Annie.

Nearly the whole town of Sumner, 
Wash., was burned on Thursday. The 
loss Is very heavy but cannot yet be 
fully estimated. The fire is believed to 
be of incendiary origin. It started in a 
vacant officer of the Sumner Lumber 
Company at 9:35 p. m., and gained rapid 
headway before being discovered. The 
citizens turned out ln force, but without 
engines could do nothing, and the fire 
swept eastward with great rapidity. Two 
vacant buildings belonging to Mrs. Rem­
ington, of Tacoma, were blown ùp with 
giant powder in order to check the pro- 
giess of the flames, but the fire licked up 
the debris in a few minutes and com­
municated the flames to the large two- 
storey Ryan brick block, owned in Indi­
ana, and occupied by several stores and 
the Bank of Sumner.

He also 
tried to Interview her on the day of the 
funeral but was prevented by friends.

A. F. McDonald, cashier of the Orégon 
Railway & Navigation Company, at Wal­
lace, Idaho, was held up the other even­
ing. While making up his cash two 
men entered his office, and, covering 
him with revolvers, took all the money, 
about $300, and departed.

An attempt was made to wreck an Or­
egon Railway & Navigation Company 
passenger train near Tekoa, Wash., on 
Tuesday. Miscreants bad piled up rooks 
and boulders at a turn in the road. When 
the engineer saw the obstruction he re­
versed his engine, but struck the rocks 
with great force. The pilot of the en­
gine was partially wrecked, and home of 
the rocks lodged under the lever bar. 
It required nearly two hours to clear 
away the obstruction and repair the 
damage. It is an ideal spot for a hold­
up, and some of the train crew were in­
clined to this theory and explained the 
absence of the robbers upon the ground 
that when their plans to throw the train 
into the ditch miscarried they lost nerve 
and fled.

ENTANGLEMENTS WITH FRANCE.
Paris, Aug. 28.—The Figaro this morn­

ing declares that the Waller affair is un­
important, that Waller was only an Am­
erican consul through accident, that he 
never did well, and that his consuler col­
leagues, in addition to the natives, shun­
ned him. The Figaro adds : Nothing 
serious can result from the negotiations 
regarding his condemnation, for he is 
not worth the trouble. The Castine In­
cident is more serious, but any formal 
complaints should come from France "and 
not from America, which is entirely 
wrong. Moreover the American newspa­
per campaign in this conection is noth­
ing but an engine of election warfare, 
without Importance for us and aimed 
much more against President Cleveland 
and Mr. Eustis.

Holmes Forgot One Thing and It Gives 
Him Away.
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Indianapolis, Aug., 3u.—Howard Peit- 
zel’s feet were found buried in an un­
finished portion of the cellar in the house 
once occupied by Holmes, 
partly burned, 
cyanide of potassium was discovered end 
there is no doubt but that young Piet­
zel was poisoned with this compound. 
The grand jury is hearing evidence and 
there is no doubt that an indictment v ill 
be returned against Holmes.

Coroner Carter's jury has brought in 
a verdict that the remains of the body 
found in the chimney hole of the house 
at Irvington are the remains of young 
Pietzel and that he came to his death 
through the instrumentality of cyanide 
of potassium administered by H. H. Hol­
mes. Towards the conclusion of the 
inquest some interesting testimony was 
given by druggists Navin and Perry. 
John Navin sa.d that Holmes visited his 
store frequently during the first week 
of October and several times purchased a 
solution of cocaine and at one time cal­
led for four grains of morphine, dissolved 
in a two drachm vial of water. Dr. Na­
vin readily recognized him by his photo­
graph. Druggist Berry sold Holmes at 
one time a pound of chlaroform. This 
was on the 2nd of October. Holmes 
several time lounged about his drug store 
accompanied by a lad whom he said was 
his son and for whom he bought candy. 
As recognized by the photograph, the 
boy was little Howard. The dentists and 
doctors also contributed evidence that 
the remains were those of young Pietzel. 
During the day Drs. Thompson and Barn­
hill cleaned up some of the bones found. 
The lower part of the intestines and 
stomach, with parts of the liver and 
spleen, were found, also the first verte­
brae at the base of the skull, Adam’s 
apple and cheek bones. The physicians 
say there is no doubt that these are 
the remains of a boy the age of Howard 
Pietzel. In the charred mass that was 
pulled out of the chimney hole 15 teeth 
were found. Dr. J. O. Bryam, dentist, 
was called in. He sorted the teeth and 
found seven upper and eight lower teeth. 
He set these In imitation Jaws of plaster 
of paris and sent them to the coroner. 
He also found a piece of the lower left 
jaw bone containing the sockets of a 
six year old molar. Irvington physic­
ians are of the opinion that Holmes gave 
the boy cyanide of potassium. While he 
was under this influence he doubled the 
body up and put it Into the stove after 
which he covered it with cobs, pieces of 
a trunk and chunks of wood. Then he 
saturated the pile with coal oil and re­
duced everything to àehes. He supposed 
every part of the body was destroyed and 
when the. stove cooled down shovelled the 
ashes into the stove hole. The stove -was 
ln the kitchen and Holmes was not 
aware that there was an opening In the 
flue in the cellar -beneath where the stove 
stood. It was failure to find this open­
ing that brought about the discovery of 
the charred remains.

REGINA,
the Capital of.the Territories, is reach­
ed shortly after 6 o’clock, in time for 
dinner. We found temporary quarters 
with mine host Grigg of the Windsor 
which is one of the best kept and equip­
ped hostelries between Vancouver and 
Winnipeg. Mr. Grigg halls from Clin­
ton, Ont., and is a brother of Sam. 
prigg, famed throughout all Canada, as 
being the proprietor of the Grigg House, 
London, Ont., and subsequently an evan­
gelist . The Windsor was being put in 
shape for the accommodation of guests, 
expected to attend the Territorial Fair, 
and if these did not feel at home whilst 
under Mr. Grigg’s roof it was certainly 
not his fault, for a more accommodating 
or obliging gentleman it would be diffi­
cult to come across. In Regina we 
found many former acquaintances, many 
of whom avered that they were pleased 
with western life and the manner ln 
which they were succeeding. This being 
the capital of an immense territory, al­
though sparse in population, it is a place 
of importance. Here are the Legislative 
buildings and the public offices of the 
Territory,. For so young a centre its 
buildings are very- creditable. The li­
brary, in charge of a clever woman xand 
a writer of more than local celebrity,
Mrs. Kate E. Hayed, is a well kept and 
arranged room, in which are to be found 
all the standard works, reference books, 
the statutes and proceedings of the Do­
minion Parliament, as well as those of 
all the Legislatures. The library is ad­
jacent to the* Legislative chamber and 
other public offices. It is a rule here 
that all the employes must be at their 
post by 9 o’clock in the morning, and 
each has to register his or her name 
in a book kept for that purpose. The 
regulations are perfect and are carried 
out to the very letter. If the Legislative 
buildings are lacking in architectural 
style and finish, this cannot be said of 
Government House, the official residence 
of His Honor Lieut.-GoVernor Mackin­
tosh, who, by the way, like Sir Macken­
zie Bowell, is a newspaper man, he hav­
ing started his career in the village of 
Strathroy, Ont., from which he gradu­
ated to Ottawa, where he was spoon-fed 
by the Tory party, who finally landed 
him ln the gubernatorial chair for the 
Territories. This gentleman is still a 
“boy of the boys,” and takes a lively In­
terest in all that is going on. Whether 
It be politics, an agricultural show, a 
horse race or an Indian pow-wow “Char­
lie,” as he is still familiarly called by 
his former cronies. Is sure to be there.
He is regarded as a man of the people.
He succeedéd in Inducing the Dominion 
Government to make the Territories a 
grant of $25,000 ln aid of a show; the 
town of Regina donated $10,000, and the 
Legislature the further sum of $5,000. In 
additton to the money grant from the Do­
minion, a large block of land, now 
fenced in, has been donated by the Gov­
ernment between Government House and 
the barracks of the Mounted Police, the
