The Drakensberg Passes.
London, March 3.— Paardeberg de- 

spatebes state that the New South 
Wales médical corps and stretcher 
bearers accompanied the Canadians 
and Gordons io the attack on Gen. 
Cronje's laager. Afterward they con­
veyed the wounded Canadians to the 
New South Wales hospital at Kimber 
ley. Lord Roberts visited the hospital 
and expressed himself as highly pleas- 
ed with the arrangements.

One hundred and seventy-nine 
rounded Baers were found in the 
laager. .

All the correspondents, including 
Rudyard Kipling, reiterate the neces­
sity of sending more horses to the 
British at once. Kipling cabled the 
Allahabad Pioneer urging India tot 
send more mounts. The Pioneer doubts 
that this can be done without impair- 
ing the efficiency of the Indian army.
