The American Missionary associa-
‘on, through its secretary, the Rev.
A. F. Beard, D. D., whom it sent 10
Porto Rico, as its special commission- -
sr, has issued a statement of the con-
ditions in that island, as related to
population, education, homes and ‘op-
portunities for a new Americanism,
such as the association bas represent-
tdtornonthnwtaeonmn.-ln
part, the statement is as follows:

A census of Porto Rico lately taken
gives the population as $90,000, which,
may be divided in round numbers as
lollows: White, 500,000; colored,
300,000, of , whom about 90,000 ure
placks. This gives a dense population
of nearly 243 to the square mile. The
whites comprise the .Spaniards and’
Porto Ricans of Spanish blood. The
olored are of all shades, chiefly burnt
sienna, and mostly straight-hajred.
The blacks are negroes, pure and sim-
ple. The whites may be divided into
the ruling class, numbering, perhaps,
100,000, and the “peasants, or gibaros,
107,000. The colored are mixed (mesti-
2cs). The peasants, or gibaros, with
the mestizos and blacks together form
the class of unskilled laborers. They
are miserably poor, and literally live
trom hand to mouth. Their cabins, or
+ghacks,” are set on poles driven into
the ground, the. r belng raised a
tew feet. The average household fur-
piture consists of a few dishes anq
atensils made of calabash shells or
gourds, with some rude earthenware. A
little patch of land for the plaintaln
grove, or some corn or eweet potatoes,
possibly a cow, a pig and a diminutive
horse of gothic architecture, form the
property and provision for life. The
people seldom get any meat and but
little bread for food. as none of the
cereals grow well there. As a resuit,
they are a class anaemic and hungry
looking. Their staple food is the ba-
pana, which, for steady diet, does not
put a great deal of iron into the blood.
Most of their Tood groWs on trees.
Here they are, more than one-half of
the population, in dense ignoraace, too
ignorant to be discontented with this
sxistence, which in its condition is pit-
iful beyohd expression. -

Out of 890,000 there are 111,380 who
can mead, but of these 14,513 cannot
write. Nearly 800,000 are without
knowledge beyond that of their own
hut. 2
In every town there are certain peo--
ple with varying attainments in edu-
sation, who hold the more responsible
positions in life, but they have enti
ly failed to realize any responsibility
for this appalling mass of ignorance
around them. One-half of the popu-
lation is in towns. All of the towns
are built on the same general plan,
and in most of them four or five senses
are constantly offended. Odors are
always in evidence. As to feeling, the
opportunities for the study of ento-
mology -are unbounded. As to taste,
everything is saturated with garlic.’
The sight was hurt constantly in the:
wan and pinched faces of the poor,
and in their apparently needless pov-
erty in a lagd where plenty would
come easgily, and in their ignorance of
the fact that the lower animals are
jod’s creatures. They lash their stunt-
ed horses wihtout mercy; they prick
their oxen cruelly with goads. They
do not. however, mean to, be cruel;'
they are very humane people to their
own neighbors who are sufferers. They
show affection for children, though not
care for them. They simply have the
heritage of ignorance for generations.
They have not been to school, nor to
any church which instructed them, nor
have they had wise parents and Chris-
tian traiming in good homes; axd yet
they are an interesting people, alert,
quick-witted, polite, graceful.  But
‘hey are low down, being ignorant. i
