ForT Scorr, Kan., March 18.--The
sRev, T. Do Witt Talmage, D. D., of the
Brooklyn Tabernacle, preached here this
evening to a crowded congregation.

theSoul,” and his text was Luke xv, 23:
“Put a ring on his hand.” He said:

Frwill pot rehearse the familiar story
ofghe fast young man of the parable.
You know what a splendid home he left.

know what & hard time he had.
And you remember how, after that season
of vagabondage and prodigality, he re-
sdived to go and weep out his sorrows on
the bosom of parental forgiveness, Well,
there is great excitement one day in
front of the door of the old farm house.
The servants come rushing up und say:
“What's the matter?  What is the mat-
ter!”” . But before they quite arrive the
ol man cries out: “‘Put a ring on his
band.””  What a  seeming absurdity!
What can such a wretched dicant o~

Christ receives a soul into his keeping he
puts on it & marriage ring. He endows
you from that moment with all his
wealth, You are one—Christ and the
soul—one in sympathy, one in affection,
one in hope.

There is no power in earth or hell to
effect a divorcement after Christ and the
soul are wunited: Other kings have
turned out their companions when they

It is too much exultation
for a man, who is but dust and ashes,
like myself, to ery out today: *I am
persuaded that neither height, nor depth,

Beet Root Sugar in Europe.

A continental authority has calculated
that tho production of sugar from beet
root grownin Europe during the year
1887 will show o very decided reduction
on the previons year. From the figures
for the past yea  —which are, of course,
more or less approximate—it is calenlated
that 275,000 tons less of Leet root has
been grown in the beet rout growing
countries of Purope during 1587 than in
1886, The deereaso is not confined to
one country, Lzt is general, the single
exception being Belgium, which has, it is
estimated, preduced 100,000 tons last
year, as against 91,000 tons in 1886, In
Germany and  Austrin the decrease
amounts i A country (o about 100,000
tons. Ru shows a dimirished pro-
duction of 73,000 tons, while France,
more fortunute, comes within a few
thousand tuns of the previous year, The
total production of beet root in 1886 was
2,625,000 tons, and last year it is esti.
mated the crop did not cxceed 2,350,000
tons.—Chicago Times.

It is the same with the power of
a dog or cat to find its way back (o a
home to which it is attuched, but from
which it has been taken by a route that it
cannot possibly follow on its return, even
if it had the power of observing that
route, which usually it has not had.
Nothing could be more convenient than
such a power to a Jost child. But no one
| ever heard of any child who possessed it.

Still more envinble is that instinet pos-
sessed by so many bit.is of crossing great
tracts of land and sea without apparently
any landmarks or seamarks to guide
them, and of reaching a quarter of - the
globe which many of them have never
visited before, while those who have
visited it before have not visited it often
enough to learn the way—at least, by any
rale which, in like circumstances, would
be of any use to huinan intelligence.

of the dog to track out its home, it is &
little sad that we' should have inherited
the ono disastrous instinet of the ant by
which it mukes it .elf dependent on a more
timid and industrious species of its own
race, and thereby loses the power to help
itself.

What is still more curious is that even
where human beings bave wholly excep-
tional and unheard of powers they betray
no traces of the exceptional and unheard
of powers of the races whose vital organi-
zation we are sid to inherit. The
occasional appearance of very rare math-
ematical powers, for instance, so far
from being in any sense explicable from
below, looks much more like inspiration
from above. The calculating boy who
could not even give any account of the
process whereby he arrived at ocorrect
results which the educated mathematician
took some time o verify, certainly was
not reviving in himself smy of the rare
powers of the lower tribes of animals.
Nor do the prodigies in music who show
such inarvelous power in infaney recall
to us any instinct of the bird, the only
musical creature cxcept ourselves, Stiil
Tess, of course, does great moral genius,
the genius of a Howard or a Clarkson,
