It was when the news 
sped through tho camps of the at 
tempted assassination of Mr. Frick, 
that Private lams brought upon him­
self the most, extraordinary punish­
ment ever inflicted on an Americal 
National Guardsman.

street when the news came. He w; 
a talkative fellow, fond of saying 
things to attract attention; a resident 
of Pittsburg for, the last year, though 
he hails from Greene county, where 
his family is held in high repect and 
his father had been county commis­
sioner.

“Frick’.^shot!” cried Private lams, 
.“three cheers for the man who suet 
him!”

But Colonel James titreator, in 
command of the Tenth Regiment, by 
reason of Colonel Hawkins’ command 
of tho provisional brigade, heard the 
words himself and strode, quickly 
from his tent.

‘•What did you say?” he asked. '
‘T said three cheers for the man 

who shot, Frick,” replied thé private,
doggedly.

“You must take that language back, 
in the hearing of the men who heard 
you use it,” stud Colonel zStreator.

“Well, 1 don’t- like Frick and 1 
won't take it back,” answered the 
private.

Colonel Strcator turned back to his 
tent. Tho private returned to his, 
thinking that he had the best of the 
encounter and had vindicated his* 
rights a’s a citizen and sympathizer. ,

A few minutes afterwards Private 
lams, with the rest of company K, 
was marching to the parade ground, to 
which the whole regiment hail been 
summoned as soon as Colonol Stveatof 
had returned to his tent. The men 
of company K felt what.was coming 
and assembled with serious faces. The 
other companies, unaware of what 
had happened, answered the cab in a 
half wildcred way, asking one another 
what was tho mutter. There had 
been no such order before since, the 
organization ol the .camp.

There was-another mom opt of su s­
pense, and then lams 'advanced two 
paces,,saluted respectfully and stood

Coi. Streator. advanced to Where 
lams stood, took put his penknife, ! 
and, amid the most' profound silence, 
cut the buttons off the soldier’s uni 
form. When -lie had finished and re­
tired a few paces to look.at him, lams 
saluted again in a most respectful 
manner. *

“Private lams you have been guilty 
of a grave offence,” said Colonel Slrua- 
toiv ‘You,-a soldier, have openly 
applauded tlte act of a. cowardly 
assassin, and have endeavored *to in* 
cite your cuit rades in the same conk 
duet. You have, moreover, refused 

J.Û- atone for the offence.”

The corporal advanced 
and. saluted. “Take this man to the 
guard tent, ask the surgeons to stand 
by, and string this man up by his 
thumbs until ho cun stand it no long-

Iunis, who, up to this point, lv#d 
stood Hushed, but entirely Hclfqiossess- 
ed, turned the color of chalk and 
trembled, but he never flinched Willi 
another salute to his colonel, lie turn­
ed and followed the corporal to the 
guard tent. Three regimental sur­
geons followed lams to tho guard tent. 
The young man soon regained his 
self-possession, and hold out his 
thumbs for one of his follow-soldiers 
to tie.

A stout piece of twine was tied 
tightly to each thumb, and lams rais­
ed his arms While the corporal drew 
the line over tho tent polo.

Tho surgeons took turns 
counting his pulse beats. They had 
to stand on a chair to do. so.

Minute aftor minute passed, and 
pulse beats were constantly increae- 
ing. At last one surgeon said: “One 
hundred and twenty beats—cut him 
down.”

Then he handed the paper back to 
tho orderly, and in the same low,, 
quite voice in which he had received 
Jhe'brass band delegation of citizens, 
said: “Orderly, give Col. Hawkins 
my compliments and tell him also to 
shave one side of this man's head.”

“Shave one side of his .head,” echo* 
ed the orderly, saluting.

The>corporal turned him over to a 
lieutenant, who, with 20 men, pro­
ceeded to march him from one end of 
the parade gpound to the other and 
back agujn, to the tune of the Rogue’s 
March.

He was brought before Col. Haw 
kins, and the adjutanl proceeded to 
dismiss him from -the service. Ho 
boarded a freight train and left for 
home.

MOUNT ÆTNA IN ERUPTION.

The eruption of Mount Ætna is 
rapidly, increasing in violence. The 
fires in the craters show great activity 
and loud explosions aro constantly 
taking place. A severe earthquake 
shock occip’ed Thursday • morning 
which reduced to ruins'the village of 
Gi&rre oh the coast of Sicily, five 
hours journey from tho craters of 
Mount Ætna. The population of 
Giarre is about 18,000, and many 
have perished. The whole country 
suffered severely from the shock. 
Engineers have been sent to threaten­
ed points to prevent the vast qualities 
of lava that are being thrown out by 
the volcano from entering the wells 
from which the population obtain 
their supply of water. Should the 
lava come in contact with the water, 
the steam would destroy the wells. 
The craters of Ætna were last active 
in 1865, Giarre, the distroyed village, 
lay directly to tho east of the famous 
Valle del Bove, on the eastern side of 
Ætna, a black and desolate space 
three miles in width, bounded on 
three sides by perpendicular cliffs 
from 2,000 to JOOO feet high, open­
ing only to the east. The people in 
the vicinity of the mountain are calm 
and betray no sign whatever of a 
panic.

Later liepatches say that the erup- 
tioe of Mount Æuiia is still rapidly in­
creasing in violence. Immense streams 
of lava are pouring down the north­
ern side, and it appears certain that 
several villages nnd a number of 
dwellings in the path of the lava are 
destined to be* destroyed. All the 
craters axe active. One is ejecting a 
stream of lava several -yards deep and 
very wide. This s ream presents tie 
appearance of a river ■ f tire, and is 
very,beautiful to look at, though it is 
bound to ruin much property. 1 An­
other crater is spouting larg«- ilu an 
descent rocks to an immense height, 
while the edges of the third crater 
appear to be crumbling.

Mount /Etna has 18 openings, nine 
of which arc active. Tho lava is flow 
ing in the direction of Nicolosi a the 
rate of 50 yards an hour. It has’al- 
ready pas-ed "the lava deposits formed 
by the violent eruption of 1886. The 
flow of lava toward Pod am is less 
rapid. • The subterranean rumbling 
and the loi\d explosions still continue* 
The alarm among the inhabitants of 
the various yidages in tho .vicinity of 
Mount Ætna is increasing and the 
people fear that phenomena of a more 
dangerous character than that which 
has already occurred, is yet to on ex­
perienced.

The latest yews says that the situa­
tion at Mount Ætna is rapidly grow­
ing worse. The main crater is grad­
ually extending, nnd the mass of hot 
ashes, lava and scoria which it is 
vomiting, is increasing in volume and 
violence. Showers of firoy stones, 
many of them of huge size, and molten 
matter, arc sometimes projected into 
tha ail to a height of 1,000 feet, and 
dense clouds of smoke and ashes, 
hover continually over the crater. Two 
new cones, of.c'i about 800 feet high, 
have ‘ been formed, - and from” these 
streams of lava are Constantly flowing. 
The lava is advancing in a threaten­
ing manner in't he direct ion of Nicolist 
a village of 2,700 inhabitants situated 
on the. southern slope, of Mount Ætna 
nine miles from Catania., The-stream- 
is now only 1 wo miles distant from 
the Village. The immence columns of 
.smoke.aiul ashes, which are hovçriug 
over the burning mount, have grown 
so dense as to . cover u very thing 
in the vicinity with a mantle of dark­
ness and tile craters are now invisible. 
The largest craters are stud’ Ejecting 
immense masses of boi'ing Java, the 
streams of which are steadily creeping 
with terrible persistency, foot, by foot, 
upon certain of the villages, lying on 
th® mountain slopes. En. rmous in­
candescent rocks and iuimen-é clouds 
of"steam continue to" be thrown out 
of tho crater. , Part of the village of 
Venatura haS been destroyed by lava, 
and an imme nse amount of aatnage 
has been done to neighboring chestnut 
woods. Committees of citizens arc 
being formed to relieve , the sufferers.
