STUCK IN THE ICE FOR OVER A WEEK.
ISLAND PSOI'LB INDIGNANT. THE

CAPES ROUTES.

On Tuesday the Cape Tormentine 
train did not leave Sackville till after 
the arrival of the afternoon express 
from Halifax in order to take four hun 
dred mail bags—a very good carload— 
and Seventeen passengers to Cape Tor- 
mentine pier where they entered Capt. 
Batt’s steamer and left for Charlotte­
town. About one hundred more passen­
gers are waiting at Pictou to cross afraid 
to come by way of Cape Tormentine 
because they have been told that pass­
age by this route is both difficult and 
dangerous. It is but right to say that 
such’reports are entirely without foun­
dation. While the Stanley has been 
out for a week breaking her way through 
twenty feet of ice and in vain attempt 
ing to reach Pictou people have been 
crossing to and from Cape Tormentine 
in open boats and stepping from the 
boats directly on the pier without being 
troubled by ice in any way. One of 
these open boats made three trips in 
one day and Batt’s steamer crossed from 
Charlottetown to Cape Tormentine 
Tuesday without having to change her 
course once on account of ice.

The Stanley left Georgetown for 
Pictou last Wednesday morning at 7 
o’clock with 35 passengers and two 
horses. Two hours out from George­
town the steamer encountered ice which 
closed around her and brought her to 
a standstill about 10 o’clock. On Thurs­
day afternoon an opening was discover 
ed away to the Northeast and the boaf 
headed for it slowly broke her way 
through the ice and by night had made 
15 miles and was within 10 miles of 
Pictou light. A pause was made until 
Friday when six more miles ’were gained 
by hard fighting and the captain being 
then only four miles from the light de­
cided to send a boat ashore with the 
mails and whatever passengers wished 
ti leave. About 9 o'clock Saturday 
morning the boat started with 11 of the 
passengers who were landed four or five 
miles from Pictou. The work of gett­
ing ashore was difficult and hazardous. 
Sometimes the boat had to be dragged 
over a stretch of ice, then she would be' 
launched into an opening, and in a 
minute or so would have to be hauled 
on the ice again. The crew of the small 
craft were completely fatigued when 
they got back to the Stanley, and the 
rest of the passengers decided to remain 
on board.

All Saturday night they struggled to 
make headway ttod Sunday morning 
found themselves in Caribou channel, 
five miles off Caribou light. Sunday 
afternoon the steamer’s bow was plung­
ed into solid ice and another boat start­
ed for the shore with 11 more passengers 
who, after an experience similar to the 
one related above landed at Caribou 
light. There a small sled was secured 
and the eleven weary passengers started 
across the ice, drawing the sled with 
their baggage after them. They reach­
ed the mainland after a hard tramp and 
secured a team, in which they drove to 
Pictou, reaching there Sunday night.

Yesterday the Stanley was still stuck 
in the ice and parties were telegraphing 
Manager Barris of the N. B. & P E. 
I. as to the facilities for crossing at the 
Cape. Until the wind changes she 
cannc t get clear but she is perfectly safe 
unless the ice carries her on shore and 
she has plenty of provisions and coal on 
board. The horses on boatd are be­
ginning- te get hungry. Those remain­
ing on board are Mrs. L. H. Davies, 
Mrs. Beer, Miss Crosby and Messrs 
Irving, Stewart, Philips, Mansfield, 
Eldridge aud Farrell.

The Island people not unnaturally 
object to having their mail matter ac 
cumulate at Pictou and be sent over by 
the car load and the travelling public 
are equally indignant. The mails were 
transferred from the Capes route on 
April 2nd since which time the Stanley 
has spent a great part of the time 'stuck 
in the ice and the crossing froni Cape 
Tormentine has been excellent. The 
Summerside Agriculturist says: —

‘‘The mails should have been left at 
the Capes a while longer, as wo would 
now be receiving them regularly by that

. . . There will not be a s/vtisfuctoty 
winter service until the Stanley or a 
similar boat is placed on the Summer- 
side and Cape Tormentine route.” The 
mails are now going by the Capes route.

The executive committee 
were all present and there was a good 
general attendance of members for the 
state in which the roads are. The pre­
paration of the premium list for the 
fall exhibition occupied the time of the 
meeting. Quite a number of new 
prizes were added and a few now on 
the list dropped. Among the latter 
was the prize on a horse rug and woollen 
shawls. Milk-cows get two more prizes, 
swine get two more. A third prize was 
given on family carriage horses, and a 
second on Farley butter. Sunflowers and 
fodder corn were also placed on the list 
for premiums. The above are the prin­
cipal changes. Mr. F. A. Dixon stated 
that the seeds ordered were expected 
in a few days and w hile Timothy seed 
and some kinds of clover would be a 
trifle cheaper this year than last, the 
smaller seeds such as turnip and man­
gold were considerably higher in price. 
He wanted the members of the society 
to bear in mind that they always aimed 
to order the very bent seeds to be had 
in the market. This year they had 
secured the best Quebec hand threshed 
timothy. The very best quality of 
seed grown on this continent. Of 
course they had to pay a higher price 
for this quality of seed but he felt confi­
dent it was the very best policy and that 
the farmer would stand by them in this 
cause. Inferior goods might be pur­
chased at a less figure at some counters 
but what the members wanted especially 
in seeds was the very best. Edgar 
Dixon was given a general oversight of 
the society’s grounds for the year.
