In speaking of the call this morning, 
Rev. Mills stated that, coming as it did, 
he con.-iders it a duty to investigate the 
conditions, and expects to go to Ham­
ilton next week to look over the church I 
and the constituency and to ascertain 
whether it presents a larger field for ag- 
gressive evangelistic work and growth 
than the present charge.
