A Cologne Gazette special says the Rus-
simmloﬂfon Philippopolis. A battle is
imminent, and foreign consular representa-
tives have demanded a suspension of arms
for twenty-four hours to send away non-
combatants. Notmuch reliancecan beplaced
on this, nor on the Constmtinogle despatch
this morning, saying Suleiman Pasha, after
ﬂil:hﬁng Kis way from Tatar Bazardjik to
Phi 'pFopolis, found the Russians there in
great force, and fought a desperate battle
on Tuesday, succeeding in clearing the
road to Adrmanople and continuing his re-
treat thither. Any news favourable to
the Turks would be officially reported from
Constantinople, while the Russian’s bulle-
tins frobably require several days to get
throfigh.

The official account of the capture of
the Schipka Pass states four pashas, 280
officers, 25,000 prisoners, and 81 guns were
captured. The Russian loss was 5,464.
The Russian vanguard occupied Eski
Saghra.and Yeni Saghra, both evacuated
and burnt by thé mhabitants. General
Skobeleff captured Tatar Bazardjik and
Vetrenowa.

A Vienna correspondent, telegraphs , that
the Porte has abandoned any hope of
Suleiman Pasha being able to reach Adrian-
ople, and the Turks are preparing to
evacuate it.
