A rEw incidents, which have
recently transpired, go a long way
to prove that the spirit which exists
in many parts of the Southern
States, towards their brothers of the
North, is not one of unrestricted
friendship and admiration. A week
or two ago someé members of a Grand
Army Post, belonging to Lynn,
Mase., were visiting their brethren
of Richmond, Virginia, and on the
occasion of a banquet speeches were
made by some of the Southerners
that were anything but compli-
mentary to their visitors from the
North. One speaker wanted the
American flag “amended” to the
extent of placing the rebel stars and
bars in a prominent position thereon.
Another of the Virginia orators said
that unity depended upon the re-
cognition of the Confederacy, and
that the rebel flag should be joined
with the Stars and Stripes. These,
and many other incidents of a like
nature, demonstrate the fact that
there exists in the South a spirit of
dissatisfaction which is aggravated
by the words and actions of dema-
gogues from the North.
